APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of November 24, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

The court welcomed Rebakah Alvey, Lindsey Carroll, and Sarah Souers from Spark Café.  
Judge/Executive Coyle extended congratulations to Governor Bevin and Lt. Governor Hampton and wished them well during their term.

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out an estimated financial report through 12/8/15, which showed a total cash amount of $2,224,532.75, less a bill list of $109,770.10, plus a deposit of $575,560.27, leaving an estimated adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,690,322.92. 

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark informed the court that Kentucky Alarm has merged with Bates Security.  No immediate changes will occur with the service at the Jack Jouett House.  
Sheriff, Wayne Wright asked the court to approve his budget for the 2016 Calendar Year.

County Clerk, Sandra Jones handed out the County Clerk’s proposed budget for 2016 and asked to be placed on the December 30th special meeting agenda for approval of the budget.  
EDA Director, John Soper informed the court that an industrial company, American HOA, has agreed to locate in Midway on the Roach property.  This company is a Tier 1 supplier for many Japanese manufacturing companies and will be building a 100,000 square foot plant and will have about 54 employees.  Incentives have been negotiated with the state, so there will be no cost to the county for incentives.  The difference between the option price and what the land is being sold for will be invested in natural gas to the property, which will benefit all of Midway Station.  The facility will take 15 acres, which will leave 23 acres for other properties in that area.   
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Personnel Committee:

Squire Reed reported that the Lease Committee has met and has two contracts ready for review.  The committee hopes to meet and have one contract by the end of the week and the other by the first of the year.  

Squire Gardiner reported that the Personnel Committee met to discuss the Emergency Management Department.  It is the understanding of the committee that Drew Chandler is officially the director moving forward.  Squire Gardiner handed out a document with recommended salary amounts.  The recommendation is to authorize three part-time deputies to work an average of 12  hours per week in order to ensure enough coverage during office hours and have coverage for vacations, etc.  At the last fiscal court meeting, the budget that was approved showed what a salary would be for a director with 30 years experience.  The recommendations given from the committee now are to fine tune salaries.  It was decided to wait until the December 30th special meeting to vote on salary amounts in order to give the court time to review the recommendations, with the final salary amounts being retroactive to December 8th.
