APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 24, 2013.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,994,136.33, less the bill list of $603,152.97, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $884,081.62. 

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel made a request to the court to surplus the 1994 Jeep Cherokee that has not been used in six months by having a sealed bid auction.

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel, to surplus the 1994 Jeep Cherokee the Recycling Center that has not used in six months by having a sealed bid auction.  
             VOTING AYE: All Present

MOTION CARRIED
Director McDaniel stated they have fielded approximately 60 calls from Woodford County residents regarding the new recycling program and the use of the new recycling bins, and these calls have been positive.  Squire Gardiner made reference to a letter the court received from a constituent of his regarding the new open recycling bins now being used.  This constituent was concerned about her recycling being left out in the weather and things blowing out of an open bin.  Director McDaniel suggested that a brown paper sack be used for any shredded paper or items that would blow out of the open bin.  Whether a customer chooses to use their own bin with the recycling emblem, rent a waste wheeler from Rumpke, or use the open bin provided by Rumpke, it is the resident’s responsibility to maintain their recycling, just like it is the resident’s responsibility to maintain their trash.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith gave an update on the contingency the court stipulated to Kentucky American Water Company in order for them to receive approval of their encroachment permit on Huntertown Road.  Smith reported that not only is Kentucky American adding another hydrant at the intersection of Gaybourne and Huntertown Road, but they have agreed to replace the existing hydrant.  
Additionally, Smith requested approval for another encroachment permit for the Milner area requested by the City of Versailles.  The City is requesting permission to replace an existing undersized waterline in Milner that would also serve the Life Adventure Center.  There is one fire hydrant they wanted to replace but instead of replacing that fire hydrant in its original location, the City has centered the new fire hydrant so it will cover Milner better.  In addition to the new fire hydrant, the City plans to add another fire hydrant closer to the end of the waterline so it would stop in front of the Life Adventure Center.  
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to approve the proposed encroachment permit from the City of Versailles in the Milner area, more specifically, along Milner Road in front of the houses on Steel Road to the railroad crossing and dead end at the Life Adventure Center.

In reference to the letter the court received from a resident that lives on a cul-de-sac located on Duchess Court in Versailles, Smith reported that an inspection meeting was held at this resident’s lot to assess the action needed to be taken to improve her sanitary sewer problems and the water retention.  Those in attendance were Judge/Executive Coyle, Buan Smith and Mitzi Delius from the City of Versailles.  Smith requested permission from the court to allow him to create a drainage swell that would take the water from the headwall in a defined pathway toward the major drainage ditch so the water will flow through her yard better than it does at this time.   
3. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to allow him to create a drainage swell on the property of a homeowner located at 550 Duchess Court, Versailles, Kentucky, that would take the water from the headwall in a defined pathway toward the major drainage ditch so the water will flow through her yard better than it does at this time.

Lastly, Smith informed the court of the recent bids received in response to the advertised bid for the replacement of the Millville Bridge over Glenns Creek.  The two bids received were from Ron’s Concrete for $191,556 and Hornback Construction for $208,950; they both appeared to meet the criteria for loading, the widths, and the design of the bridge.  Smith’s recommendation was to accept the bid received from Ron’s Concrete.  
4. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the recommendation made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to accept the bid for the replacement of the Millville Bridge over Glenns Creek at the bid amount of $191,556.  Further, this bid amount is only to be accepted once the concrete costs are negotiated with Ron’s Concrete to a lesser amount than what the concrete actually costs by buying the concrete through the county.

Emergency Management Deputy Director, Drew Chandler informed the court that despite having anti-virus protection built into the computers in the Emergency Management office, one of the computers fell victim to a virus recently.  The specific reason for informing the court and making this incident a part of the court record is for the purpose of having it documented in the event an Open Records Request is received for particular records that Emergency Management no longer has access.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported the following:

· 393 visitors were on site for Frontier Days for fourth graders from six Woodford County Schools that was held October 3rd and 4th;  

· the benches built by Thomas Adams, the Eagle Scout that came before the court to receive approval for his project, were delivered this past Saturday.  They are placed on the front porch and are a very nice addition to the Jack Jouett House;  

· the solution to resolve the water seepage problem and mildew in the basement garage of the site manager residence began on this date.  The Woodford County Engineer is overseeing this project, and multiple steps have been taken to rectify the immediate problems and to prevent this from occurring in the future; and 

· the Native Tree Walk Committee is moving forward with this project, and when this project is complete the county will have an Arboretum at the Jack Jouett House with half again more native tree species on site than the trees at the University of Kentucky Arboretum. Ms. Clark requested permission from the court to allow the first 25 tree specimens to be planted on the Jack Jouett House property owned by the Woodford County Fiscal Court.   
5. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request of Janice Clark, Director of the Jack Jouett House, to allow the first 25 tree specimens to be planted on site for the Native Tree Walk.

Judie Woolums, Woodford County Clerk informed the court that due to one of her employees being out on a medical leave with her family, that it is necessary for her to request approval for the court to fund a part-time employee’s salary for her office to work in the vault with the duties of indexing mortgages, deeds, etc., with that salary being $18.00 per hour for no more than 100 hours a month.  
6. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request from Judie Woolums, Woodford County Clerk, for the court to fund the salary for a part-time employee of $18.00 per hour for no more than 100 hours a month.  Additionally, the Annual Order Setting Maximum Amount for Deputies and Assistants for the Woodford County Clerk is to be amended to reflect this additional salary amount and sent to the Department of Local Government by the fiscal court clerk.

The alcohol license fees have diminished over time to the point the county now collects $2,575.

GOOD OF THE COUNTY
PROGRAM: 

Proposal presented by Bob and Deb Pekny contesting the Bluegrass Pipeline. The Pekny’s addressed the court to request the adoption of a county ordinance that would prohibit the construction or operation of any pipeline in Woodford County that would transport Natural Gas Liquids (“NLG’s”) through Woodford County.  There are no ordinances adopted at this time that provide regulatory control over this pipeline construction nor its operation, specific safety aspects, or provides financial protection to Woodford County in the event of an NGL pipeline incident.   The Pekny’s further stated that the proposed ordinance should include setbacks, ground water monitoring, pipeline diameters, shut off valves, pressure testing, a $3 million dollar bond, a written risk management plan, and the provision that NGL operators will provide all necessary training, vehicles, equipment and supplies needed in the event of an NGL event response.  Also, there should also be significant penalties for failure to comply with the proposed ordinance.  
ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Squire Craig – prefaced his motion by stating that the merger of the Police Department was accomplished nine years ago when the fiscal court decided to disband the Woodford County Police Department that had been in operation for over 30 years, and the terms of the original 2004 agreement have been favorable to both the city and the county.  A renewal of the current Interlocal Agreement would be for another four year term with the same 38% obligation for the county.  Squire Craig further stated that as a magistrate that represents the City of Midway, if the county does not enter into a interlocal agreement, Versailles would not be in a position to provide police service for Midway, a service that has worked well for Midway residents and one they would like to see continued.  
Squire Gardiner informed the court that he did not feel he was in a position to vote for the renewal of the Police Merger because he had not been informed of the other option, which is for the Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright, to assume the same responsibilities as was handled by the Woodford County Police Department in previous years.  

Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he felt this issue was being brought before the court prematurely, and that it states in the Interlocal Agreement for the Police Merger when to start negotiations.  Additionally, a full panel of magistrates is not seated at this time, and the members of the court that are seated have not heard the proposal from the Sheriff.  
Sheriff Wayne Wright addressed the court by stating that he was elected by the county to serve the county, and that his office has not given up any duties.  His office collects taxes, serve warrants, duly provides process of service, and provides Bailiffs for all courts held in Woodford County.  Further, Sheriff Wright stated that if the court wanted him to present a proposal for his office to assume county-wide police protection, he would do so.  
20. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the “Renewal of the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement by and between the Versailles City Government and the Woodford County Fiscal Court Pertaining to the Operation of Police Services for all of Woodford County, Kentucky” recently approved by the City of Versailles to provide county-wide police service on the same terms as are in effect at this time and direct and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the interlocal agreement on the court’s behalf.
