APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge Pro-Tempore Finnell called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of February 24, 2015.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,171,393.06, less a bill list of $108,644.87, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $270,509.80, plus deposits made on 3/9/15 and 3/10/15 totaling $254,616.51, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,617,295.71. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that the cash balance is about half a million dollars less than it was at this time last year. Treasurer Wilson recommended that departments continue to watch their spending and that we look at our health insurance benefits as we start preparing the next budget.  
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court that he is currently obtaining bids to see what the cost will be to replace the cords and plug in for the stadium lights at the County Park.  There is also a power box for the lights that needs to be replaced.  Three boxes having already been replaced.    

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel asked the court for a motion to direct Judge/Executive Pro-Tempore Finnell to sign the Recycling Center’s Annual Report.

Emergency Mgt. Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that another emergency declaration was signed due to the second snow storm that hit the area.  The county and cities have the same threshold to meet to obtain assistance as they did for the last storm.  If approved, the county and cities could receive up to .87 cents per dollar in assistance from FEMA. 
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark submitted an updated copy of the Heritage Committee members list. 
Jailer, Michele Rankin reported that there will be a Class D training session offered on Friday, March 20th.  This training is required once per year for anyone who will be requesting state inmates for work release. Jailer Rankin also reported that three deputies received injuries from a combative female inmate and expressed her appreciation to her deputies for their dedication during this incident, as well as during the most recent snowstorm.  Lastly, Jailer Rankin reported that the jail is going to exceed the amount estimated in the budget for federal inmates.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Squire Gardiner informed the court that at their March 3rd meeting, the Personnel Committee discussed the issue of having a 27th payroll this year.  While there is no final recommendation yet, it looks like the recommendation is going to be to continue with the pay cycle as it is currently, but look into how to address the problem for the next court hat will have to face it.  The committee also discussed an employee reimbursement expense, which is on the bill list for approval.  Lastly, the committee discussed the need to shop around for health insurance.

Approval of New Voting Precinct at the Jack Jouett House
County Clerk Sandra Jones informed the court that Hillsboro Church is no longer available for use as a voting precinct.  As a result, the Jack Jouett House Visitor Center was suggested as the new precinct.  A committee has surveyed the property and has deemed it ADA compliant.  Smoke detectors are being installed and Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark is checking with the security company to see how much it would cost to tie the fire alarms into the current alarm system.  County Road Engineer Buan Smith is working with the Jouett House and the Clerk’s office to increase parking options and to add concrete from the back deck of the Visitor’s Center to the pavement.

PROGRAM:  
Chamber of Commerce Director, Don Vizi came before the court to request the appropriation of $7,500 from the Woodford Fiscal Court for the 2015-2016 funding cycle.  The funding will enable the Chamber to continue operating the community portal website (www.woodfordcountyinfo.com), as well as a full time tourist information center.  The Chamber also plans to continue supporting economic development, recreational projects, community involvement, tourism, and major projects, such as getting the county designated as a Certified Trail Town, in addition to hosting annual Chamber Events.  It was suggested that Mr. Vizi speak to the City of Midway once again regarding funding.  The court thanked Mr. Vizi for his presentation and his request will be considered in the upcoming budget cycle.
