REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,410,508.42, less the bill list of $136,157.95, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,874,350.47.  For informational purposes, Treasurer Wilson informed the court of the upcoming Bluegrass ADD budget workshop scheduled for Thursday, February 17th from 1:00 to 4:00 p.m.
Standing Report – Judge/Executive Coyle reported the results of the discussion in the public work session regarding the purchase of new courthouse windows.  Subsequent to this discussion, Squire Craig agreed to prepare a set of specifications to be properly bid upon for the type of window that is to be most compatible to the architectural design of the courthouse.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Gary Weil, resident of Versailles, voiced his concern about the Woodford County Recycling Center losing over $650,000.  In his opinion, he stated that he felt the recycling center should be making money or at least break even.  With the hiring of two new employees within the last sixty days and the new baler that is supposed to perform twice the work, Weil stated that he thought we would be better off if it were closed or maybe have a private enterprise take it over.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed Weil that at the last fiscal court meeting, Recycling Director Wade Johnson was told he is to provide the court with a monthly report that reflects how much waste is recycled per man hour so that with proper monitoring, steps can be taken to ensure greater productivity with less cost and still be able to provide a recycling service to the people of Woodford County.  
Department Heads 
Maintenance Director, David Long was asked by Squire Dotson about some possible solutions to eliminating the pigeon waste around the courthouse.  Long stated this has been an ongoing problem for most of downtown Versailles, and that he plans to rent a lift this spring to take some deterrent measures he has used in the past to hopefully alleviate this problem.    
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that Woodford County now has a Red Cross representative, Jeanne Jones, through a partnership that has been formed with the American Red Cross’ Franklin County Chapter.  Ms. Jones will be at the Woodford County Senior Citizens Center located at 285 Beasley Drive and her office hours are 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. every Wednesday.  Her telephone number is 859/873-7290.  
Additionally, Director Slugantz made a request for approval to apply for a grant through the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) that is unique in the fact this grant will benefit all 120 counties in Kentucky with flood gauge road signs.  Director Slugantz is a member of the Kentucky Weather Preparedness Committee, and this project is a result of the efforts of several staff members at the National Weather Service offices that serve Kentucky.   Most flood deaths in vehicles result from people either misjudging the depth of the water or mistakenly believing the running water is not dangerous.  With this grant funding, flood gauge road signs would be installed at road locations known for becoming impassable during very heavy rains.  These signs would state “WHEN FLOODED TURN AROUND, DON’T DROWN.”  If this grant is awarded, Woodford County would be the host of this $157,000 grant.  As with any mitigation grant, there are matching funds after the allocation of $75,000 is received from the federal government, 13% is paid by the applicant (which would result in each county paying $171), and 12% is paid by the state.  Director Slugantz stated that since it will be in kind money with the road department putting up the signs, he does not anticipate there will be any matching funds paid on this grant.

OLD BUSINESS 
Recommendation of Human Rights Commission to reduce the number of members appointed to the Human Rights Commission due to the fact they were not able to reach a quorum and business could not be conducted.

NEW BUSINESS
Rural Secondary Program, State Highway Department, District 7 presented by Bret Blair.  
Mr. Blair appeared before the fiscal court to present the State’s 2011-2012 Rural Secondary Program that illustrates how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2011-2012 in the amount of $641,381 is allocated.  Mr. Blair presented the Woodford County map and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is a program in which 22.2% of the motor fuel tax is set aside to assure all rural secondary roads get resurfaced at an average of every 15 years, in addition to normal maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads. The total funds projected for 2011-2012 are $864,458; maintenance and traffic: $363,800; County Judge Executive: $3,862; leaving a balance of $368,520 for projects for fiscal year 2012 such as KY 3360 (Grassy Springs Road) for $182,000; KY 1964- Clifton Road (from US 62 to N of Linden Drive) for $120,000; and KY 1965 (Fords Mill Road) for $62,000 for a total estimated cost of $364,000.  For the past two years the Governor has set aside 20% of the total projected amount for a flex fund ($128,276), which means these funds can be used, with court approval, for bituminous resurfacing of county roads as well as rural secondary road projects.    
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve:  (1) fiscal year 2011-2012 Rural Secondary Program as proposed by the State Highway Department, District 7; and (2) the use of the Rural Secondary Resurfacing FLEX funds on District Rural Secondary recommendations. Approval of Agreement with Bluegrass Pride.  Sarah Ward, representative of Bluegrass Pride, informed the court about the benefits of becoming a Bluegrass Conservation Partner.  Initially, Ms. Ward visits businesses and if they are interested in conserving water and energy, she gives them a packet of information they can use as a refresher or an educational tool.  Ms. Ward stated the newsletter that Bluegrass Pride sends out is an efficient way for them to keep their presence in a community so these businesses remember they can turn to them as an energy conservation resource.  When Ms. Ward was asked by Squire Reed what kind of support Bluegrass Pride could provide our recycling center, she said they have a grant person that would notify them if any grant money became available.  Additionally, pre-consultations are performed upon request to audit energy conservation based on training they received from Kentucky Home Performance.
