COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Dotson – suggested forming a committee for planning purposes in reference to the prospective uses of the newly purchased farm and ask Pattie Wilson or the University of Kentucky Recreation Department for their suggestions and ideas for a master plan.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he spoke with Rich Pictor about securing a master plan and gathering ideas.  Rich said he would take a public consensus by soliciting ideas on their website and a post a request on the County Park marquee to forward suggestions for the use of the new county property.  
County Attorney Alan George – formally reported that as of Friday, September 7, 2012 at approximately 12:00 noon, the Woodford County Fiscal Court became the owners of the 214 acres of the McCauley farm adjacent to the existing park property, and as discussed, this purchase should lead to immediate discussions and long-term planning for the future use of this land.
Judge/Executive Coyle – stated that since the closing of the farm has occurred, the court should be made aware there have been three individuals who have expressed an interest in becoming a tenant of the farm.  Two of these individuals want to raise crops on the farm and the tenant who has leased the farm for the past 40 years, Fred Lane, has submitted his proposal that was presented to the court.  Mr. Lane has included in the terms and conditions of his proposed lease that he would continue his cattle and hay farming operation.   The date of the lease would commence when the county took possession, September 8, 2012 through September 8, 2013, with a yearly lease amount of $10,000.   

15. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve and authorize the execution of the one year lease between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Fred D. Lane by Judge/Executive Coyle granting the lessee to have possession of the 214 acre farm adjacent to the existing county park for Mr. Lane’s cattle and hay farming operation, with the exception of the approximate acre of land that is being considered for use by the Off Road Club.
