REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,759,372.85, less the bill list of $235,025.50, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,095,513.84.  
Maintenance Director, David Long reported that all the renovation work is now completed in the Payton Hall Building.  There is a heating and air unit at the County Road Department building that has been there for 10 years and needs to be replaced.  Director Long obtained one bid from Air Control Co. in the amount of $5,630 and another bid, that was the recommended bid, from Disponette Service Company, Inc. in the amount of $5,214.

Smith stated that upon recommendation of several suppliers, he would be putting the salt out to bid with a 80-100-120 stipulation.  This is a guarantee that the county will purchase at least 800 tons which will fill up the salt barn.  If a bid is received under these terms, this company will be obligated to provide at least 1,200 tons if needed.   If this 1,200 tons of salt is not needed this winter, the county is not obligated to purchase this amount.  

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark informed the court that 798 visitors were welcomed at the rest stop at the Jack Jouett House this past Saturday by riders in the Horsey Hundred 2013 Bluegrass Cycling Club from all over the United States.  The 223rd anniversary of Jack Jouett’s ride to save American independence will be celebrated on June 1st.  A program presented by Stuart Sanders of the Kentucky Historical Society will be commemorating the Sesquicentennial of the Civil War--150th anniversary.  Mr. Sanders’ presentation is entitled “When the Guns Fell Silent, the Aftermath of the Battle of Perryville.”

Report given by Representative of the Parks and Recreation Board.  Judge/Executive Coyle opened this discussion by stating that the 2014-2015 fiscal year budget for the Woodford County Fiscal Court has a second reading scheduled at the following court meeting, and per the original 1970 City-County agreement, the proposed percentage of funding included in the budget that is appropriated to Falling Springs is 50%, and the proposed percentage of funding appropriated to the Parks and Recreation Department is 50% of the budget request that was submitted by Rich Pictor, Executive Director of the Parks and Recreation Department.  
At this time, the City has agreed to fund 50% of the budget that pertains to Falling Springs, but only 35% to the remaining budget request for the Parks and Recreation Department which is the 18th consecutive year the City has under funded the Parks and Recreation Department budget request.  Judge/Executive Coyle continued to take the position that the county’s obligation is 50% of the Parks and Recreation Department budget request, but proposed to amend the 2014-2015 fiscal year budget to include 58% funding of the Parks and Recreation Department budget request that was submitted my Director Pictor.  Further stated, as evidenced by the past 18 years, the fiscal court has never let the Parks and Recreation Department fail due to budgetary restraints and has always realized the importance of Falling Springs and the Parks and Recreation Department to all Woodford County citizens who choose to utilize both.  
Jon Gay, member of the Parks and Recreation Board, made a request to the fiscal court to make a long-standing commitment to include a 60% funding obligation in this year’s 2014-2015 budget to the City’s 40% funding to be appropriated to the Parks and Recreation Department budget request.  Mr. Gay spoke on behalf of the Parks and Recreation budget by stating that for the last 12 years, the Parks and Recreation Department has implemented a 1% annualized increase in their budget, they have managed their money well and have continued to increase services over that course of time.  
Judge/Executive Coyle requested that the members of the Falling Springs Committee, Squires Reed and Gardiner, attend the City’s special called budget committee meeting on Thursday, May 29th at 4:30 p.m. No action was taken at this time.
