Treasurer Wilson mentioned that cash is down quite a bit from the previous two years, however; there are receivables due from the state and outgoing County Clerk, as well as payroll taxes that will help the cash balance rebound.    

Ambulance Assistant Director, Freeman Bailey  requested the court’s approval of the subscription agreement with ESO Solutions, Inc. for the Ambulance Department’s software.  After some discussion, it was decided to put the agreement on the agenda for the next fiscal court meeting to allow the County Attorney time to review it.
