REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,539,762.33 less the bill list of $345,170.34, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $526,931.84.

Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long reported his findings on the request given to him regarding placing meters at the county park in different areas.  Long stated that the meters can be bought from an independent contractor and the cost would be somewhere between $700 and $1,200 each, plus it would be necessary to have a KU representative go out to the county park to read and adjust each one of them.  A meeting with an engineer from KU would prove beneficial to Long; as he stated, he felt it would be better for the county if we went through and upgraded everything a piece at a time, spreading it over a several year period by starting out with the main feed and then do the branch feeds after you get into the park.

Long informed the court the front steps of the courthouse have started chipping in the area where a handrail has been installed, and that he would need to have an architect of some kind give quotes on this repair project.  
Regarding the heating system at the Senior Citizens Center, Long stated the company that installed the heating system came out to check the water pressure due to there being a loss in the water pressure again.  During this inspection, two or three leaks were found in the system and this company was informed by Todd Ott of CMW, Inc. that this building is still under warranty contract for these repairs to be made.  
As a follow-up to the recent discussion about the flooring problems at the Senior Citizens Building, Squire Barnett asked Long if he had heard anything recently about what CMW’s plans are to make these repairs and what has been done at this point.  Long stated that Todd Ott told him this issue was being take care of by his boss

Long stated that some upgrades need to be done on the elevator in the Courthouse.  DC Elevator has inspected the elevator and advised the pumps need to be rebuilt for a quote of $1,890.00.  Squire Craig asked if the pumps should be rebuilt or replaced, and Long stated that he would review both options with this company and report the price difference at the next meeting.  
Regarding the boiler in the Courthouse Annex building, Long reminded the court that he had informed them last fall and during the summer that the boiler could become inoperable at any time.  Since that time has come and it is totally inoperable, Long gave three options to be considered (1) rebuild the unit that is there for $11,952.00; (2) replace the unit with what is there now for $24,988.00; or (3) purchase an extremely high efficient, more modern unit that has been redesigned for $39,945.00.  When the representative from Ameresco, Teresa Barton, was asked how quick the boiler could be replaced if the court decided to sign the energy savings performance contract with Ameresco, Barton stated that the boiler would be replaced first because it had previously been considered a priority.  No action was taken at this time.
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson requested permission for the Recycling Center to be closed on the Saturday following the Christmas Day and New Years Day holiday since they both fall on a Friday.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith stated that he plans to have an employee and himself get their CDL Class B license in case they are needed for driving a truck during the winter months.  Smith built the cost in his license fee on the line item for license fees to cover the $200 charge for the license and physical.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz reported that Woodford County has received a grant for $24,500.00 to enhance our EOC, which is part of the original Bluegrass Ad Grant.  This grant money will buy radios and computers that will affect our first responders.  At this time, Slugantz reported that the BERT team is getting approximately 54 radios and Woodford County Fire and Midway City Fire will be receiving approximately 25.  
Director of the Jack Jouett House, Joel Meador informed the court the 2009 program season was just recently finished with the two largest events being held two consecutive weeks.  One was the children’s frontier day where the Woodford County fourth graders were bussed from Northside and Huntertown on Thursday, October 8th.  On October 17th and 18th, the ghost walk was held at the house and had 153 visitors; this two day event brought in $1,034.00.  
Versailles Police Chief, John Wilhoit informed the court he needed some direction as to whether they wanted to continue with the police merger negotiations or wait until July 1, 2010.  County Attorney Alan George stated that negotiations do not mean the court has committed; this is just an opportunity for the court to continue to negotiate.  Chief Wilhoit stated that he would take this information back to the Versailles City Council, find out if they are willing to negotiate terms using the current percentage rate, and report their response back to the court on November 10, 2009.
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ellen Gormley for the Woodford County Fiscal Court to continue negotiating with the Versailles City Council and request that Chief Wilhoit ask the Versailles City Council to commit as to whether or not they are willing to continue with the current percentage rate.

County Attorney Alan George reported that the state auditor performed an audit of the Woodford County Circuit Clerk’s office and reported that the ordinance the county has on file needs to specifically reference certain statutes.
