REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,756,670.56, less the bill list of $501,314.00, less the additional bill list of $239,634.76, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,615,359.95.  For a comparison, Treasurer Wilson disclosed the cash balances for the past two years as follows:

Treasurer Wilson informed the court that she met with a representative from AuditHead, LLC, a independent audit firm that conducts performance based billing, which means there is no fee until a savings appears on the utility and telecommunications invoices.  This company charges 50% of the savings they are able to realize and they require a three year contract for their auditing services.  The court suggested that Treasurer Wilson proceed to research this service further and to have a copy of their contract reviewed by County Attorney Alan George.   
Recycling Committee Report:  Squire Gardiner reported that the committee will be previewing the recycling facility of Franklin County and Frankfort this Friday.  The committee’s findings will be reported back to the court at the following fiscal court meeting.  
Citizen’s Participation  
Brad McLean, the newly-appointed Economic Development Authority Chairman, introduced himself to the court and extended a personal invitation to all members to attend the EDA meetings that are held on the last Friday of every month at 8:00 a.m.   McLean stated that he looks forward to his task at hand of promoting economic development here in Woodford County.  
Department Heads
Judge/Executive Coyle stated that in the absence of Maintenance Director David Long, he wanted to get the approval of the court to forward the letter drafted to Kentucky Utilities to memorialize the county’s request to have separate electrical meters installed at the Woodford County Community Stadium and the dressing room building to be able to effectively separate the electrical usage in both locations and a  cost estimate of same.

Approval and Discussion of the Proposal from Primax: On behalf of the window committee, Squire Craig informed the court of the specifications stated in the final proposal from Primax:

Regarding the Ordinance No. 83-01 that addresses abandoned vehicles placed on Woodford County property, “Quantity of Vehicles on Property,” Squire Gill recommended that a committee be appointed to jointly decide how to fairly amend the existing ordinance and to review the adopted ordinances in surrounding counties.  Judge/Executive appointed Squires Webber, Brown and himself to serve on the Abandoned/Junked/Wreck Car Committee.
County Attorney Alan George –  reported on the recent order rendered by the Supreme Court of Kentucky on the Backer zone change case that has favorably resolved this issue with the fiscal court and the three sitting fiscal court members.   This recent order denied discretionary review, which means the Supreme Court refused to consider the appeal from the Court of Appeals of Kentucky.   
County Attorney Alan George also informed the court that he has received confirmation from Quad Graphics and International Paper that the Coroner’s building being built next to the Ambulance garage would not be in any violation to the deed.
Judge/Executive John Coyle – in view of receiving confirmation that the county would not be in any violation to the terms of the deed, Judge/Executive Coyle recommended the process to begin taking bids for the building of the Coroner’s building next to the Ambulance garage on Big Sink Pike.  After lengthy discussion between the court, a Coroner’s Building Committee was appointed consisting of Squires Gill, Craig, Dotson and Judge/Executive Coyle.
