Citizen’s Participation 
In honor of the 50th anniversary of the 1962 Kentucky State High School Football Championship won by the Versailles High School Football team, Coach John Snowden presented a framed picture of the football team and expressed his sincere gratitude to the fiscal court for all the support received in preparation for this celebration and reunion.  Additionally, Ken Alexander presented a letter to the court from the captain of the ’62 Yellow Jackets, Torchy King, as an expression of his deepest appreciation on behalf of the football team and cheerleaders.  

Melody Hamilton, a teacher from the Woodford County Middle School who administers the Middle School Bicycling Program, received permission previously from the court to apply for the Safe Routes to School Grant.  Ms. Hamilton reminded the court this grant was awarded and is valued at $15,036; they also received a Physical Education Program Grant in the amount of $5,000. As requested by the court, Ms. Hamilton presented a spreadsheet containing four quotes and made a recommendation to the court to allow the purchase of the bicycles to be made from Pedal the Planet.

OLD BUSINESS  

Discussion regarding KY 169.  James Ballinger, District Engineer for the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet District 7 in Lexington, and Kelly Baker, Branch Manager of District 7, appeared before the fiscal court to deliver an update on some of the construction projects scheduled for Woodford County, in addition to addressing concerns related to KY 169.  The projects scheduled are as follows:
· US 60 from the New Circle Road exit in Lexington to the Bluegrass Parkway -  there will be a full pavement rehabilitation of that section of US 60 which will be an approximate $8 million dollar project;

· US 60 from US 62 to the Franklin County line - there will be a full pavement rehabilitation which will be an approximate $13.5 million dollar project;
· Intersection at US 60, the US 60 exit, the US 60 Bypass down to Woodford Feed -  there will be a concrete intersection and replacement of the pavement in that section of US 60 which will be an approximate $594,000 project; and

· KY 169, a section of this road near Boyd’s Orchard -  an improvement project that will be in the construction phase in the spring or summer of 2014 which will be an approximate $1.3 million dollar project.

Discussion followed with concerns voiced by Squire Gill about a drop off on Shannon Run Road; Squire Brown about KY 169 past Delaney Ferry about a quarter of a mile where the road is shifting on the side; and Squire Brown and Judge/Executive Coyle about KY 33 South at Mundy’s Landing where there is a visibility problem coming from Jessamine County making a left onto Mundy’s Landing.  Mr. Ballinger assured the court there would be follow-ups made on the problem areas of the roads that were brought to his attention.  
Judge/Executive Coyle asked Mr. Ballinger and Mr. Baker if they would be able to stay for the following portion of the meeting whereby the issue of political signs being placed in rights-of-way would be discussed.  Ms. Jenny Given, a citizen of Woodford County, made a presentation where she asked Sheriff Wright and Chief of Police, Johnny Wilhoit how many accidents they were aware of that were caused by signs being placed in rights-of way; both replied they had no knowledge of any signs being a contributing factor to an accident.  County Attorney Alan George responded by stating this would not be a topic of discussion at all if signs were only placed on private property or in areas along the roadways where permission is granted, political or otherwise.  Additionally, Mr. Ballinger closed this discussion by stating the best solution would be to encourage anyone who is putting up a sign to place that sign on private property and that way it is not a problem for the state, the city or the county.  
Squire Gill directed a final question to Mr. Ballinger in reference to a farm sign that had been standing for approximately 20 years and was recently removed.  As a matter of protocol, Mr. Ballinger stated that when they receive calls about a sign, they have to prioritize their action based upon the safety of an intersection and other variables.  Typically, a letter of notice would be sent to the property owner to give that person an opportunity to remove the sign themselves unless that sign is causing a safety problem.  If they get a complaint about a sign that is causing a safety issue and it is in fact a safety issue, that sign is removed immediately.  Regarding this particular sign, Mr. Ballinger stated a human error may have occurred to result in a wrong decision, and that he would personally address this issue.
