Treasurer’s Report (Sabra Garmon) – Treasurer Garmon reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,173,825.49, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less claims of $118,435.68 and $121,509.57, less payroll of $283,508.00,  leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,250,372.24.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith asked the court to approve the job description he presented to the

Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler  reported that the EM special projects grant was approved in the amount of $4,298.92 to help cover some of the cost of the Alertsense project.  Also, the woodfordalerts.com web address now points to the new program.  A mass email will be sent informing people who were signed up for Everbridge of the changes with Alertsense.  Mr. Chandler also handed out a brochure highlighting Emergency Management and what they do for the community.  The brochure is part one of a two part project.  
Jouett House Director, Jill Roseberry informed the court that Matthew Harris Jouett day was held on August 6th with approximately 40 people in attendance.  The Jouett House will be at the Twilight Festival and the Kentucky State Fair. Also, the Jouett House has been invited to KET’s Kentucky Collectibles filming on August 20th.

Sheriff, Wayne Wright reported on the status of the security upgrade to the courthouse.  The PO has been sent and doors have been ordered.  The typical turn around time for the doors is 4 to 6 weeks.  Once the doors are in place (phase 1), pre-wiring of the building and installation of the security system (phase 2) will begin.  Work will be performed on the weekends if possible to avoid disruption.  Phase 3 of the project will be after everything is in place with the metal detectors.  A suggestion was made to install a second metal detector near the front doors.  However, after some discussion it was decided to begin with one metal detector and revisit obtaining a second one if it deems warranted.    
REPORTS FROM SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Personnel Committee – Duncan Gardiner gave an update regarding the vacant EMS Director position.  After interviewing 9 candidates, the committee recommended hiring Freeman Bailey for the position.  Some concern was raised regarding the recommended salary, so the committee will meet to discuss the matter.  However, the recommendation to hire Mr. Bailey stands, pending salary negotiation.
