REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 5/8/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $3,048,610.16, less a bill list of $86,493.96, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $268,613.50, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,263,943.51. 
Treasurer Wilson mentioned that the financial report reflects occupational taxes collected through Friday.  Still somewhat behind the previous two years.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long has received one bid of $14,000 for the light repair at the football stadium.  Still waiting on more bids to come in.  Also, he is waiting on someone from the insurance company to look at the barn at the county park.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith  submitted a list of roads that are scheduled to be resurfaced this year.  Road 1219, Shryock Ferry Road, from top of Mile Hill to first bridge, is going to be postponed until next fiscal year due to the scheduled installation of a new bridge.  

The court asked Mr. Smith to look at the tree damage that occurred to some fences that sit on private property and back up to the WYSA fields.  Mr. Smith plans to have the trees cleaned up and assess the damage to the fences in order to assist the homeowners with the replacement or repair of their fences.

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Squire Gardiner reported to the court that the Personnel Committee has a recommendation for the health insurance plan.  The recommendation is to stay with Humana.  The cost to the county with the recommended plan will be 5% less than it is currently, with a few slight changes.  These changes include having all plans equally funded by the county and an employee donation of $10 per month toward the cost, which can be offset if the employee participates in Humana Vitality.  Vision and dental insurance is on a rate hold, so costs will remain the same.

Squire Popp reported that the Animal Control Committee met on May 7th and discussed concerns.  Proposed changes to ordinances were taken to County Attorney Alan George and the committee plans to continue to schedule another meeting to continue discussing concerns.

· Reminder that a Statement of Financial Disclosure must be filed by the end of the fiscal year.  Forms can be obtained from the County Clerk’s office.

· A letter was sent out by KACO concerning whether or not they could provide insurance coverage if certain ordinances were enacted and if so, whether or not premiums would increase.  Given that there is a Kentucky Supreme Court ruling stating that localities cannot impose such laws with regard to clean indoor air regulations, this ordinance should not be lumped with fairness, right to work, and minimum wage ordinances.
· For purposes of clarification, Emergency Management is EMA, not EMS.
