Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 23, 2013 and the minutes of the Public Hearing of August 6, 2013.  Hearing none, both sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,442,353.10, less the bill list of $257,291.54, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,756,952.50. 

Treasurer Wilson also distributed two spreadsheets to inform the court of the departmental receipts/ expenditures (including salary and benefits), for fiscal year June 30, 2013.  
Recycling Center Director, Sherri McDaniel requested permission from the court for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement for the Waste Tire Grant funding for a $3,000 grant for 2014.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court of two bridge permits recently received from the Division of Waters and the US Army Corp of Engineers for the Millville bridge.  The bid package is being prepared for the design and construction for alternate bids of a steel bridge and a traditional concrete bridge.
Secondly, Smith received an informational call from the Department of Highways regarding a list of bridges for replacement that would be funded with federal money in the District.  Two of the bridges are the Grier’s Creek Bridge, with a rating of a Number 2, and the Shryock’s Ferry Bridge, with a rating of Number 5.  The design and construction would be administered for projects with a rating between 1-5 or 1-3, with the County Road Engineer’s input given on these bridge projects.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz requested permission to apply for a Hazard Mitigation Grant that would allow either the removal or elevation of properties in harms way of flooding.  This $120 million dollar grant would be a 100% funded project and every aspect of the project would be paid by the grant funds.  However, the county would have to take deed to any property that would be successfully removed or elevated.

Squire Webber – announced that he had a motion to request that County Attorney Alan George draft a resolution expressing the court’s opposition to the routing of the Bluegrass Pipeline through Woodford County.  Subsequent to this announcement, County Attorney Alan George requested clarification for the language of the resolution by asking if the initial resolution that was adopted by Franklin County is adequately stated as follows:  

“WHEREAS, accidents and/or ruptures of NGL facilities and pipelines could have catastrophic consequences to health, safety, welfare, and the environment extending great distances from the site; and

WHEREAS, water supplies, including ground water supplying our region, could be at risk of contamination due to the many waterway crossings and the unique geology of our area; and

WHEREAS, requirements are insufficient for environmental review, regulation, and construction of NGL pipelines; and

WHEREAS, NGL Pipeline projects do not fall under the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission and require no Certificate of Public Convenience; this project should not be considered a “common carrier” and unrefined NGL should not be considered “for public use” under the statutes nor qualify under the statutes for condemnation of properties as provided for in the Eminent Domain Act of Kentucky.” 
17. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Jackie Brown to request that County Attorney Alan George draft a “Resolution to Oppose the Construction of any Portion of the Bluegrass Pipeline Project in Woodford County, Kentucky,” and further, to have the language listed above incorporated in the resolution opposing the pipeline project in Woodford County.
