The quote received from Nichols Builders is $175.32 to replace all the brick molding around that door facing and all the windows that are not built into the glass.

Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador reported an attendance of 360 students from Northside, Huntertown, Simmons, and Southside that attended Frontier Day this year.  Director Meador has recently met with representatives from Midway College to discuss ways an intern could be utilized at the Jack Jouett House since we are an educational cooperative program.  Additionally, Director Meador will be the presenter at Midway College for the Woodford County High School students during a life preparation critical thinking seminar.  The presentation given will be under the context of Jack Jouett’s life and who he would be today.  
EDA Chairman, Brad McLean informed the court there have been no additional complaints of dirt bikes, bikes, or anything else being ridden on the Midway Station property since the signs were posted.  Regarding the property across from Kroger, adjacent to the Rubloff property, this project has slowed down temporarily due to a bond that has not been released.  According to Trivium Development and others involved in this project, this issue should be resolved in the very near future.  The EDA has an announcement that will be made in their monthly meeting this following Friday at 8:00  a.m.
Woodford County Jailer, John Jones distributed a Contractual Memorandum of Agreement between the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet (“KYTC”), the Department of Corrections (“DOC”), and the Woodford County Detention Center (“WCDC”) that specifies the details involved with a work program with the KYTC that would entail one supervising WCDC deputy who would be paid their salary and benefits by KYTC overseeing 5 (five) WCDC inmates working on state roads primarily in Woodford County.  This memorandum of agreement states the KYTC will provide a vehicle, safety equipment, necessary tools, and safety training for inmates and the WCDC Deputy.  There is also a cancellation clause that states this memorandum of agreement may be cancelled by either party at any time for or without cause by providing a thirty (30) day notice.

Proposed Second Reading of Annual Budget Amendment No. 6, Ordinance No. 2012-07.

Discussion of Insurance Agent of Record.  Ron Luft, Insurance Broker of BB&T, came before the court to request consideration for the opportunity to continue serving the Woodford County employees for employee benefits, health, dental, and some other benefits as BB&T has since 2007.  Mr. Luft stated since 2007, their average rate increase on the medical insurance has been slightly over 7%, which is well below national average and state average.  For the dental, it has been somewhere around 3 or 4%, which is substantially lower than the average. BB&T is the largest brokerage operation in the United States who holds a substantial block of business with insurance carriers.  In addition to the advantage BB&T offers, Mr. Luft stated that with his 35 years of building a good reputation with the top managers and top underwriters, he felt confident if awarded the agent of record, he would be able to out perform KACo in the negotiation process of attaining the best possible insurance rate from Humana.

Approval of Resolution for the Huntertown Community Park Grant.  The Resolution Approving the 2012 Grant Application for Land and Water Conservation Fund states the Woodford County Fiscal Court proposes to develop recreational resources at the Huntertown Community Park to provide for the health and well-being of the general public.  The fiscal court also intends to make application to the Department of Local Government for assistance under the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965.  The Land and Water Conservation Fund is limited to funding a maximum of 50% of the proposed project cost estimated at $250,000 and the fiscal court will hold in reserve $125,000 which represents 50% of the proposed project cost for the purpose of matching the Land and Water Conservation Fund assistance.  In the event a grant is awarded, the Woodford County Fiscal Court understands, authorizes and empowers Woodford County Judge/Executive to sign on its behalf all appearances, agreements and documents necessary to comply with all applicable federal and state laws, rules and regulations, especially Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of Section 504 of the 1973 Rehabilitation Act.

NEW BUSINESS 

Rural Secondary Program, State Highway Department, District 7 presented by Bret Blair.     
Mr. Blair appeared before the fiscal court to present the State’s 2012-2013 Rural Secondary Program that illustrates how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2012-2013 is allocated.  Mr. Blair presented the Woodford County map and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is a program in which 22.2% of the motor fuel tax is set aside to assure all rural secondary roads get resurfaced at an average of every 15 years, in addition to normal maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads. The RS/CR Bituminous Resurfacing Flex Funds (20% of allotment) projected for 2012-2013 are $156,416; leaving a balance of $252,131 for projects for fiscal year 2013 such as KY 1965 (Fords Mill Road) for $28,000; KY 1964- Clifton Road for $203,000; and KY 1964 (Lower Clifton Road) for $21,000 for a total estimated cost of $252,000.  For the past two years the Governor has set aside 20% of the total projected amount for a flex fund ($156,416), which means these funds can be used, with court approval, for bituminous resurfacing of county roads as well as rural secondary road projects.
