REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No Treasurer’s Report given at this meeting.  

Standing Committee Reports:   Squire Gill reported on behalf of the Uniquely Woodford Branding Committee the first meeting was held recently with the Uniquely Woodford Brand logo being one of the matters at hand that is being discussed.   There was no further information to report at this time.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Judge/Executive Coyle recognized Becky Keith, Coach of the Woodford County High School and participant of THINKQUEST 2012, along with her students, Chris Kuehl and Ryan Leigh, for receiving a First Place Award in Application Development, a contest sponsored by Oracle Corporation.  
Mark Carney, a resident of 5799 McCracken Pike, informed the court that approximately two weeks ago the State Highway Department removed a farm sign that has been on his property for the past 20 years.  Mr. Carney stated that when he contacted the State Highway Department to find out why his sign was cut down, he was told his sign could have been removed if:  (1) the sign interfered with the vision of ongoing traffic or if you are driving down the road and the sign is an impediment; or (2) if it is a sign that interfered with the maintenance of the State Highway Department.  Further, Mr. Carney informed the court he did not feel his sign was an interference to traffic on McCracken Pike nor did his sign create a problem for the State Highway Department to maintain that area where his sign was located.  He stated the fact that his sign was removed without giving him notification was the most upsetting to him. 

Squire Dotson suggested that Judge/Executive Coyle contact the State Highway Department to request the maintenance or operation engineer in charge of Woodford County appear before the court at the subsequent fiscal court meeting to allow them to explain their policy on sign removal and enforcement of same.  

1.  A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve the proposal of making a request by letter to the State Highway Department for a representative to appear before the court at the subsequent fiscal court meeting to address the described concerns regarding the recent sign removal performed by the State and explain their policy on sign removal and enforcement of same. Dick Dolan, resident at 8005 Sea Hero Run, stated that he has lived at this residence for the past 16 years and has had campaign signs in his yard during this time.  Mr. Dolan wanted the court to tell him why his campaign signs were removed by the State Highway Department and the County Road Department employees this year and not previous years.  Judge/Executive Coyle responded by stating he had received a complaint regarding political signs so he called the State Highway Department and County Road Department and asked them to remove any political sign that were in a right-of-way during their regular course of business.  Further they were asked to bring the signs back to the garage to save them to be picked up later.  
Jenny Given, citizen of Woodford County, stated that she had called the State Highway Department, District 7 on Crossfield Drive to learn they had received a call from their superior requesting that all signs in the rights-of-way be removed and they had spent one full day the day before taking down signs in rights-of-ways and off private fences.  Ms. Given stated that Planning and Zoning laws clearly state that before a sign is removed, the property owner is to be given a five day written notice.  Further, she stated that she received a call back from the State to report that unless a sign was at an intersection causing a hazardous situation, that no sign was to be removed, and the signs that were on a fence were not in a right-of-way and should have not been removed.  
County Attorney Alan George stated for clarification purposes that it was unfortunate that Mr. Carney was not given notice prior to his farm sign being removed.  However, political signage is a different issue regarding rights-of-way.  A political candidate or supporter cannot place a sign in a right-of-way and in the event a sign is placed on property that permission has not been granted, that sign becomes abandoned property and they can be removed without any required notice.  That is the State Highway Department and the County’s position pertaining to political signs being placed in rights-of-way and on property without obtaining permission.  
Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker presented an update on the status of the 2012 164 MD Commando Ambulance; this bid was awarded to Marque Ambulance on February 15, 2012 to be purchased by the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  The chassis was delivered to Marque June 1, 2012.  Director Shewmaker and his assistant director met the Marque officials on June 12 for a pre-engineering conference.  Per the executed agreement, the delivery date of this ambulance was stipulated as being 150 days from the delivery date of the chassis, which is November 1, 2012.  Due to internal issues with this company, Marque has requested a 60 day extension.  Based upon the liquidated damages clause stating there would be a $250/per day penalty assessed for not delivering the product within 150 days of receipt of chassis, discussion followed regarding options that are available to the court at this time.

2. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Larry Craig to enforce the terms of the existing contract between Marque Ambulance and the Woodford County Fiscal Court, and more specifically, deny the 60 (sixty) day extension requested by Marque Ambulance.

Additionally, Director Shewmaker presented an employee situation that would make it necessary for him to request that a part-time employee receive a temporary status of being temporary full-time which would eliminate the need to offer this employee benefits.  This item was brought before the court because once an employee exceeds 1,200 hours in a year, an employer is required to offer that employee benefits.  By January, this employee would be able to return to regular part-time status.

3.  A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the request made by Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker, to allow an employee who is presently part-time to assume the status of temporary full-time until approximately January of 2013.

Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright distributed the budget prepared for his office for year ending 2013 for the court’s review.  Sheriff Wright will be requesting acceptance of his budget at the subsequent fiscal court meeting.    
Economic Development Chairman, Brad McLean informed the court there will be a fourth project of expansion that will create approximately a quarter of a million dollars n tax revenue.  Due to the support given by the fiscal court and the Cities of Versailles and Midway, the contract with Bluegrass Area Development District has made it possible for the EDA to work with Craig McAnelly, which has contributed greatly to the retention and expansion projects.  

Craig McAnelly reiterated the announcement made by Brad McLean in that another Resolution was brought before the court for consideration that confirms the expansion of Y H America, Inc.  This expansion entails an approximate building of 30,000 square feet on their existing facility which would create 10 (ten) jobs.  They are approved for the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority (“KIA”) sales tax rebates and also the Kentucky Business Investment Program (“KBI”) contingent upon participation of local government that would approve .5% participation on the payroll rebate.
6. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Larry Craig to approve RESOLUTION APPROVING THE GRANTING OF AN INDUCEMENT TO Y H AMERICA, INC. PURSUANT TO THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT ACT OF THE 2009 EXTRAORDINARY LEGISLATIVE SESSION, WHEREBY THE WOODFORD COUNTY FISCAL COURT AGREES TO FOREGO THE COLLECTION OF .5% OF THE 1.5% OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE FEE THAT WOULD OTHERWISE BE DUE IT FOR UP TO 10 (ten) NEW HIRES BY Y H AMERICA, INC., AND THE .5% SHALL BE RETAINED BY Y H AMERICA, INC. FOR A  TERM NOT LONGER THAN TEN (10) YEARS FROM THE ACTIVATION DATE ESTABLISHED BY THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT PROGRAM, SUBJECT TO THE LIMITATIONS CONTAINED IN THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT ACT, AND ANY AGREEMENT Y H AMERICA, INC. HAS WITH THE KENTUCKY ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY RELATED TO THE PROJECT; AND TAKING OTHER RELATED ACTION, and, additionally, to direct  and authorize Judge/Executive John Coyle to execute this RESOLUTION.
