New Business
Approval of the 2010 TE Intent-to-Apply for a Transportation Enhancement Grant. Penfield stated he felt that instead of this being a termination of the project, this is only a delay for approximately six months. 
Discussion of the Police Contract between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the Versailles Police Department.  
Chief John Wilhoit stated the existing police contract ends on July 1, 2010, and the only thing different on the new contract would be an extension of the date.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he felt the court should have a proposal from Sheriff Wayne Wright to be able to compare the existing police contract with the Sheriff’s proposed contract before the court entered into another interlocal agreement.  County Attorney Alan George stated that in order to get a true comparison, there are other issues to consider such as:  (1) where would the Sheriff’s office be located; (2) how many new officers would have to be employed; and (3) the cost of the liability insurance.  
6. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Sheriff Wayne Wright to prepare a budget and proposal that would reflect the costs in assuming the duties the Versailles Police Department is operating under now in an existing interlocal cooperation agreement with the Woodford County Fiscal Court.

In reference to Woodford County’s ordinance regarding political signs, George stated this ordinance prohibits the placing of political signs earlier than 30 days prior to the primary election or a general election and all signs must be removed within 5 days after these elections.  Other communities have had similar laws and when they were challenged in court, they were struck down as unconstitutional infringement on the right to free speech.  George further stated that most candidates have honored the ordinance and shown deference and respect for their constituents. 
Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly reported that the deadline to file any exceptions to the last ruling on the two parcels of property in the Huntertown Relocation Project Phase II has past, so she will tender a motion to be placed on the February docket to request that the Master Commissioner sign deeds to this property over to the court. 
Judge/Executive John Coyle stated that the appointment of Geoffrey Reid should have been for a two year term to serve on the Woodford County Health Board and the order will be re-issued to reflect the appointment of Geoffrey Reid is for a two year term instead of three years as discussed in court at the previous fiscal court meeting.
