REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,530,097.11, less the bill list of $467,016.96, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, plus the deposits of January of $126,748.82, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $1,763,478.17. 
Treasurer Wilson made an announcement regarding our newly hired Tax Compliance Officer, Eddie Mattingly.  Since his hiring, he has brought in 141 new accounts and made collections of $35,400.  Additionally, the Treasurer distributed the Quarter End Financial Report for the court to review prior to being asked for acceptance at the subsequent fiscal court meeting. 

Standing Committee Reports:   
Jack Jouett House Committee:  Squire Gill reported that he and Squires Brown and Gardiner held a meeting at the Jack Jouett House to discuss the potential development of the future parking capacity of 80 cars.  An estimate of converting the back field into a parking lot was estimated by County Engineer, Buan Smith, at an approximate cost of $6,500, and with rustic beams outlining the parking lot to produce a rustic setting, the cost would be $7,500.  Discussion followed regarding procuring a portion of the adjoining property for future growth.   Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he would like to include County Attorney Alan George in an upcoming meeting with the property owners to investigate the possibility, determine the cost and bring the findings back to the court for consideration.  All court members were in favor of this recommendation.  
Noise Committee:  Squire Reed informed the court that information has been obtained from surrounding counties, and the first meeting will be scheduled possibly next week.
Citizen’s Participation 
John Billings, attorney of Billings Law Firm, PLLC, made a request of Judge/Executive Coyle to suspend the current procedure of the Woodford County Fiscal Court that would allow him the opportunity to address the court on a matter that appears on the agenda under New Business.  Mr. Billings’ request was denied by Judge/Executive Coyle.  A request was made of the court from Mr. Billings to enter his objection that citizens were not allowed to have their public concerns heard regarding a matter that was to come before this body.  

Department Heads
Assistant Ambulance Director, Charlie Durbin reported to the court the findings of the new ambulance when he, Director Shewmaker and Freeman Bailey went to the Marque plant in Elkhart, Indiana to see the progress made on the ambulance that had a completion date of November 15, 2012.  The ambulance was the wrong color, some of the lighting was incorrectly placed, and the back-up cameras were in the wrong location.  Mr. Durbin stated that he felt that the overall integrity of the structure of the design of the truck is intact, and it should be back in production this week subsequent to all of the corrections being made.  An estimated delivery date of mid-February was discussed and to happen only after the truck passes a final inspection performed by Mr. Durbin and Director Shewmaker to ensure the truck is completed according to the work order given to Marque, Inc.  
Recycling Administrative Assistant, Sherri McDaniel was commended by Squires Gill and Gardiner for the recent informational/marketing tactic of sending recycling information in the water bills.  Ms. McDaniel stated that a total of 15,000 were circulated between using the water bill avenue, Rumpke and The Woodford Sun.  In reference to the recycling trailer, the court was informed the lettering is completed and it is ready to be used in the community.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador distributed the Jack Jouett House Historic Site 5 Year Review and 2012 Geographic Profile that depicted an increase in the site visitation of 173% since 2008, and an increase of 55% since 2010.  The visitors were from 23 states, 3 countries and 88 cities.  Also, the Jack Jouett House will be featured in the Early American Life national magazine that will be distributed in March or April of this year.  Consequently, articles such as this will continue to raise the awareness of the site.

Presentation by Kentucky film producer Samuel Koltinsky, owner of Marvo Entertainment Group, LLC.  Samuel Koltinsky emphasized to the court that he is most honored to be producing a two-hour documentary: “My Kentucky Home: Woodford County.” With the intentions of producing an award winning project, this segment will be aired this spring in the PBS schedule on different Kentucky stations throughout the state.  Through 25+ interviews and research of our county, Mr. Koltinsky has almost 35 hours of film material, and the end product will be a two hour documentary.  The budget of $90,000 paid through a generous grant from an anonymous Woodford County citizen, in addition to a contribution made by Marvo Entertainment Group, leaves a need for two underwriters in the amount of $17,000.  The court was invited to participate as an underwriter on this project which would earn an entitlement of having the fiscal court’s name in the opening credits for the show.  Additionally, Mr. Koltinsky stated this project is not to be confused with the economic development project that he is working on for the branding initiative for the county; that project is totally separate.  
Woodford County EDA Report.  Craig McAnelly discussed the Woodford County EDA Annual Report with the court by highlighting the events of the past year.  Mr. McAnelly stressed the importance of the fiscal court’s participation in the company expansions during this past year.  Based on the average wage for these manufacturers, an approximate $83 million dollars has been invested in Woodford County with a creation of 157 new jobs.  Further, the EDA has addressed some issues that have not been addressed in the past, and there has been a restructuring of the financials.  An audit will be submitted to the court upon its completion. 

Request of Animal Control Director, Susan Jones.  The Annual Report & Yearly Comparisons for Woodford County Animal Control was distributed by Director Jones to the members of the court.  Additionally, a request was made by Director Jones for permission to purchase a new computer and software for the shelter at an approximate cost of $2,300.
