APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of December 8, 2015, and Special Meeting of December 30, 2015.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,551,139.66, less a bill list of $693,278.85, less payroll of $253,094.40, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,604,766.41. 

Treasurer Wilson asked the court to consider opening a new certificate of deposit in order to have money set aside that isn’t included in the operating funds.  

1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to allow Treasurer Wilson to call local banks to see who offers the highest rate on a certificate of deposit in the amount of $400,000.

Treasurer Wilson also handed out the quarter end financial report and will ask for it to be accepted into the record at the next fiscal court meeting.  
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker asked the court for permission to declare a 1996 Jeep Cherokee surplus.  Sheriff Wright will locate a buyer for the vehicle.

Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court that the roads Hilltop Avenue and Meadow Lane were changed by the post office to Hilltop Meadows.  Public services also recognize the roads as Hilltop Meadows.  Mr. Smith asked the court’s permission to officially change the name to Hilltop Meadows for our inventory lists.

Mr. Smith informed the court that the temporary crossing that was built near Shryock’s Ferry bridge washed out in December.  In order to build the crossing back the way it was and insure it doesn’t wash out again, concrete slabs need to be built over the culvert.  The cost estimate for this is approximately $7,000. This crossing is necessary to accommodate individuals that live in that area and for access to the water treatment plant until the bridge is able to be repaired. 

4. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to adopt the plan submitted by the County Road Engineer for the temporary crossing at Shyrock’s Ferry Bridge with a cost of approximately $7,000.

There will be a Hazard Mitigation planning meeting directly following the Local Emergency Planning meeting and lunch will be served.  

EDA Director, John Soper reported that American HOA Kentucky will go in front of Planning and Zoning on Thursday, January 14th.  They will be asking for a subdivision plat of the Roach property.  From there, they will move to closing and will hopefully be done by the end of January or first of February.  
Animal Control Director, Susan Jones reported that an issue has arisen with the Humane Society. Ms. Jones and Judge/Executive Coyle plan to meet with the director of the Humane Society and will report back to the court following the meeting.
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark handed out the 2015 site data report, which included 3,179 visitors, 2604.5 volunteer hours, 450 children in outreach programs, and 2 Kentucky History awards, among other things. Season 3 of the Jack Jouett Archeology Project will kick off Monday, January 18th at 11:00 a.m.   Ms. Clark also announced her plans to retire as director of the Jack Jouett House this coming spring.  The court thanked Ms. Clark for her years of dedicated service and commitment to the Jack Jouett House. 
Police Chief, James Fugate reported that the police department came in under budget in 2015 and will be returning $65,867.06 in the form of a credit.

Squire Reed reported that the Lease Committee has met several times and has a contract in place for the Millville Community Center.  The committee has finalized a new contract for the farm on U.S. 62.  The farm lease will be advertised in the Woodford Sun in order to give individuals the opportunity to submit offers.  The court reserves the right to reject any and all offers.
