REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,776,996.46, less the bill list of $299,492.11, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,051,153.55.  

Standing Committee Reports:  None

Citizen’s Participation 
Michael Duckworth, a citizen of Woodford County, made comments about some of the recent fiscal court meetings that he has been attending and what he has learned about the affairs of our governing body.  The issues that were points of interest Duckworth named were the correction of insurance agent of record, increases in insurance premiums of 14.27%, members of the Fire District being added to the court insurance, motions for land purchases, new employees being hired to collect taxes, and meetings regarding the budget of Parks and Recreation.  The audit of June 30, 2011 was reviewed by Duckworth with the beginning debt and ending debt figures being pointed out, in addition to the increase of $155,656  for the county retirement system.  The final analysis given was there appears to be a trend of increase of the cost of government with a declining support for community activities and events.
Sandi Bromagen, a representative of Woodford Tomorrow, presented a landscape plan to the court as a tree proposal for the U.S. 60 corridor that would extend from beginning approximately in front of Kroger on Versailles Road to the Midway Road exit.  The plan is descriptive of how the landscape will display color in all seasons with the intention of being an enticement for visitors to further explore our county.  Discussion followed with the question of who would be responsible for the maintenance of these trees, shrubs, and perennials.  Ms. Bromogen explained that it is the intention of Woodford Tomorrow to raise money and have those funds set aside, such as an endowment fund, to pay for the maintenance.  Approval was requested by Ms. Bromogen from the court to present this plan to the Department of Transportation for state approval.  
1. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by Sandi Bromogen, a representative of Woodford Tomorrow, to proceed with seeking approval from the Department of Transportation to implement the landscape plan as presented from beginning approximately in front of Kroger on Versailles Road to the Midway Road exit. Additionally, Director Johnson requested permission to use the proceeds from the sale of the down stroke baler to build a gravel road at the Recycling Center around the brush pile.  
4. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by Director Johnson to (1) declare the down stroke baler as surplus and grant him permission to sell the down stroke baler to a buyer for $3,000 due to the fact the baler is no longer needed for the purpose it was acquired for, and (2) use the proceeds of this sale to build a road at the Recycling Center around the brush pile.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith requested approval of his recommendation to accept the bid of Apollo Oil for all the fluids purchased for this next fiscal year.  Three separate bids were accepted, however Apollo’s bid was consistently lower per unit price for all the fluids.

Smith’s question to the court is whether it is the wishes of the court to send county forces out to clean up this lot again or if the court has another solution so this work does not have to be performed on a continuous basis.  The solution discussed was for the county to file a Small Claims Complaint against the property owner for the amount owed from last year and the upcoming work to be performed.
6. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Larry Craig to authorize County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to assume the project of cleaning up an overgrown lot at Charmac Subdivision one additional time and pursue payment for last year and this last year’s work through District Court by means of filing a complaint in the division of Small Claims.

Squire Craig informed the court that he has received calls from residents on Lansing Lane regarding the excessive speed cars are traveling down this one lane road.  The request made by these residents was to lower the speed limit from 50 to 35 miles per hour for their safety and well being.

NEW BUSINESS 

Proposed First Reading of the Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of General Obligation Public Project Bonds.  Subsequent to the question posed by Squire Gardiner regarding the stipulated amount in the proposed ordinance being $1,650,000, while the purchase price of the land is $1,500,000, Grant Satterly, Director of Financial Services for KACo, gave further explanation regarding the procedure and actual issuance of the bonds to fund the purchase of this land.  The language in the ordinance states “in an amount not to exceed,” which simply means this would eliminate the necessity of having a second hearing, and the purpose of stating this higher number is comparable to receiving a line of credit without any obligation to use the full amount.  
Mr. Satterly further explained the bond issue process by first stating the county would be issuing a general obligation stand-alone bond issue.   Because the county wanted to borrow the money for a 20 year period and have a guaranteed fixed rate that was not variable, a bond issue is the cheapest alternative for the county.  Under Kentucky law, a county must sell its bonds by competitive sale whereby bids are submitted and the bonds are sold for a period of 20 years.  The average coupon or interest rate on the bonds for 20 years fixed would be 2.3488%, and with the closing costs involved, the county would be paying an average overall rate of 2.67%.  Additionally, each county is constrained by the Constitution  as to how much money a county can borrow.  The debt the Department of Local Government credits Woodford County is less than $4 million dollars, which equates to less than the legal percent of the county’s debt capacity.  In closing, Mr. Satterly stated that the county does not borrow any money until a sale of bonds is held and the county accepts the sale.  By having the first reading of the Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of General Obligation Public Project Bonds, the process is started that allows the county to have a hearing with the Department of Local Government before a hearing officer.
