Department Heads 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker referred to the proposed 5% rate increase as suggested by Software Development, Inc., the county’s billing agency.  Director Shewmaker made his recommendation to the court to keep the current charges as they are now and not approve a 5% increase in the current rate schedule.  Because Medicare and the insurance companies will not increase what the county is receiving now, Director Shewmaker stated that in his opinion the 5% would fall upon the patient and as a result, the county could experience a decrease in the current revenue.  Squire Craig requested to review the budget before a decision is made; no action was taken at this time.

Maintenance Director, David Long submitted the second quote for the proposed courthouse landscaping project in the amount of $3,215.50 from Wilson Nurseries.  The first quote submitted at the previous court meeting was for $2,932.00 from MacDougals Garden Center.

2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the first courthouse landscaping quote in the amount of $2,932.00 from MacDougals Garden Center.

Recycling Center, Sherri McDaniel informed the court the Recycling Center would be closed on Thursday, March 24th from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. for their Jail-in-Service training.  
Regarding the new paper shredder, Ms. McDaniel stated that their electrician is getting it properly wired at this time and as soon as approval is received from our County Attorney in reference to the legal protocol that is to be implemented, this function will be available to the public as an additional market.  The yearly cost the county has paid is approximately $300 to $600 yearly for shredding documents from the offices in the courthouse and the offices within the county facilities.  Consequently, this will be an additional savings due to the county having their own shredding capability.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that the clean-up on Hanley Lane has been completed by using a county crew of three employees and assistance from 
Franklin County’s four county employees and four additional inmates.  This clean-up project resulted in retrieving 80 tires and at least two dump trucks of garbage that had been dumped down the grade.  
Regarding the court’s approval to purchase two used vehicles, Smith stated that he wanted to equip one of the vehicles, the sign truck, with a compressor and generator combination unit for a total cost of $1,949.  Additionally, Smith also requested approval to purchase a post driver for the purchase price of $2,490.  With 2,000 more fire gates to install and signs that need to be replaced with newer styles to bring the county road sign program up to the Uniform Traffic Control License Standards that will be in place by 2018, this post driver will be necessary equipment.
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request of County Road Engineer, Buan Smith to purchase both pieces of equipment:  a compressor and generator combination unit for $1,949 and a post driver for $2,490 for a total expenditure of $4,439.00 to be paid from the LGEA funds.

OLD BUSINESS 
Recycling Contract between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Midway.  Discussion between members of the court and Judge/Executive Coyle prompted Mayor Tom Bozarth, on behalf of the City of Midway, to state the reasons the Midway City Council voted to execute a Memorandum of Understanding versus an Interlocal Agreement.  Mayor Bozarth stated the City of Midway is not getting anything in return for executing an Interlocal Agreement with the county; the county is not providing a service to the City of Midway because the recycling product is being collected and delivered to the recycling center by the employees of the City of Midway by using their own truck and employees.  County Attorney Alan George explained the distinction between the two documents by stating if a mutual consideration existed, a memorandum of understanding would not suffice.  However, the recycling center can be utilized by the City of Midway whether a memorandum of understanding is signed or not.  The distinct benefit of the county having an executed memorandum of understanding is having a documented intent that the City of Midway will be utilizing the recycling center and the intent is to further use the blue bags provided by the county for the purpose of recycling at the Woodford County Recycling Center.  A compromise was offered to the City of Midway by Judge/Executive Coyle by announcing there would be no agreement, and if the City of Midway wants to bring their recycling product to Versailles, the Woodford County Recycling Center is open to all Midway citizens.  
Discussion on Courthouse Window Replacement Specifications.  Judge/Executive Coyle asked the court for an open discussion regarding the status of the window replacement project.  Squire Craig stated that due to a question that was posed to him from Squire Reed, he called the American Architectural Association to find out if the existing window specifications qualified as being a commercial grade window.  Squire Craig stated that he was informed by the American Architectural Association that the existing specifications would be elevated to a commercial grade if tempered glass was added to the inner and outer piece.  Another concern was voiced by Squire Webber regarding the consistent intent being as stated at the onset of this project to leave the aesthetics and beauty of the Woodford County Courthouse intact as the courthouse was originally built.  Squire Craig confirmed the specifications state the window pane configuration has to match the existing window emphasizing that all bids have to match the existing window pane configuration.  
7. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Gary Finnell to accept bids from the advertised invitation to submit sealed bids based on the specifications of submitting two separate courthouse window replacement bids, one with tempered glass and one without tempered glass.

Proposed County Road Aid Cooperative Contract.  Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion to approve the Resolution, which authorizes and directs Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the County Road Aid Cooperative Contract.  The Resolution involves the initial 60% apportionment to the county of its total allocation based on revenue estimates supplied by the Office of State Budget Director, less three (3) percent set aside for the county road department for maintenance of county roads.  For the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011, this amount is $375,710.00.

Communications
Squire Craig - informed the court that he had been contacted by Chief Green regarding his request for a $5,000 appropriation to be considered by the court in the county’s budget for fiscal year 2011-12 to the County Fire Department for the operation and maintenance of the Jaws of Life.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he had also discussed this issue with Chief Green and he was aware the fiscal court had made an agreement in 1993 that the county would continue to maintain the Jaws of Life and the vehicle that hauls the Jaws of Life.  Additionally, Judge/Executive Coyle assured the court this line item will be in the proposed budget for the court’s consideration.  
Squire Gill – informed the court of the recent progress and upcoming plans regarding his Reforest Woodford County plan at no cost to the county.  There are nine flags strategically placed in front of the Woodford County Detention Center and Woodford County Animal Control indicating placement for nine 12 to 14 feet tall trees.  Encouragement was offered to the court to find a sponsor for the other eight trees at a cost of $185 a tree, with a $50 planting fee per tree.  Squire Gill stated that, hopefully, the trees will be delivered the same day the Woodford County Conservation District is having their free tree seedling giveaway, which is scheduled for April 13th
Additionally, Squire Gill expressed his opinion as a matter of awareness that this past weekend Woodford County had an influx of approximately 4,000 people in town for a soccer tournament, and our county missed the opportunity to advertise and market Woodford County for the purpose of showcasing our county.  Subsequent discussion followed in reference to marketing the assets of Woodford County and tourism in general.  Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly stated that in her opinion, there is no central clearing house to promote events; however, the Versailles Downtown Merchants Association encouraged businesses to hold an open house this past Saturday.   
County Attorney Alan George – stated that the fiscal court must set the salaries for deputies and assistants for all elected officials by the first Monday in May, although the court will most likely not have voted on the budget for fiscal year 2011-12 by the last fiscal court meeting in April.  
Judge/Executive John Coyle 
Judge/Executive Coyle referenced the three quotes submitted to the court for a new recording system for the second floor courtroom.  The least expensive and best quote as far as servicing was the quote of $1,679.16 from Computer Surgeons, the second quote was for $1,773.00 from BEC/Legal, and the third quote was for $1,956.48 from Amazon.com.
11. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the purchase of a new recording system for the second floor courtroom from Computer Surgeons at a price quote of $1,679.16.

After reporting a list of discounts received, Judge/Executive Coyle stated that the county does not get discounts on every purchase, but the department heads and constitutional officers always make an attempt to get the best price by shopping around.  Further, a reminder would be given at the next department head meeting to encourage each department head to continue spending the county’s money wisely and make that extra call to save money or get an additional discount when possible.
Lastly, Judge/Executive Coyle submitted the 2011-12 budget of the Woodford County Jailer to the court for their review, as mandated by the Department of Local Government to be presented to the fiscal court by April 1st.
