APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 8, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 9/18/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $1,162,951.97, less a bill list of $120,401.37, less a certificate of deposit of $430,014.24, less payroll of $217,178.90, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $395,357.46.  Treasurer Wilson informed the court that we are significantly below average compared to prior years.  There is approximately $506,000 from various sources that is still to come in, but there is an outstanding bill waiting to be paid with some of those funds.  Treasurer Wilson stressed the importance of being frugal and cutting back on spending.  
Maintenance Superintendent, David Long reported that a proposal of $2,000 was received from JC Reclaim Timber and Construction, LLC from Kearney, Missouri in regard to removal of the lumber from the black barn that needs to be taken down at the County Park.  The proposal states that they will  finish within 14 days and will supply a list of references and business licenses and can absolve the county from liability.  This proposal will be reviewed by the County Attorney before any further action is taken.  
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported that the Recycling Center held the Household Hazardous Waste event with 460 vehicles coming through.  Also, it is estimated that between 10,000 to 12,000 tires were collected during the Waste Tire Day that was held.
Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler reported that 6 properties have been

photographed and documented for the Severe Repetitive Loss Grant and the payment vehicle has been

sent to the state.  Once fully executed, the documents will be turned over to the County Attorney for the

next steps.  The addresses of the properties are still sensitive at this time due to pending real estate

transactions that are to occur.  Also, the county can recoup administrative costs for this grant.
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that Frontier Day will be held October 1st and 2nd and more than 350 fourth graders, teachers, and parents from the Woodford County schools will be in attendance.  The Heritage Committee will donate $750 to the Woodford County School Board for the cost of buses for this event.  Also, every fourth grader in attendance will receive a copy of the Jack Jouett children’s book. 
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  

Squire Gardiner informed the court that the Personnel Committee met on Monday, September 21st to discuss Emergency Management.  Personnel Administrator Devetta Jackson and Emergency Management Director Drew Chandler are working on budgets showing different scenarios of full-time versus part-time directors.  The committee is going to continue to meet and hopes to have a recommendation for the court soon.  
Squire Watts informed the court that the Jail Committee took a tour of the Marion County Jail on Tuesday, September 15th.  The committee has another tour scheduled for Tuesday, September 29th.

Fair Board Lease Extension Request
Mr. Joseph Greathouse came back before the court to discuss the request to extend the fair board lease in order to obtain a grant for the construction of a pavilion.  In order to obtain the grant, the lease has to be on property with a 20 year commitment, and the project has to be a capital construction project.  The current lease is for 10 years.  County Attorney Alan George discussed the court’s resistance to binding successor courts and discussed the possibility of leasing a portion of the 30+ acres (where the building would be constructed) and adding a reverter clause if the grant is not approved.  The rest of the property would remain under the 10 year lease.
