APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 23, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,341,294.48, less a bill list of $697,986.61, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $213,748.68. 

Treasurer Wilson distributed the Quarterly Financial Report as of September 30, 2014 to be reviewed by the court and stated that she would be making a request at the subsequent court meeting for this report to be accepted into the record.  Additionally, a report stating the budget percentages that have been spent through the first quarter of this fiscal year were submitted for review as an attempt to remind the court of the 65/35% statute that mandates sufficient funds, according to this ratio, remain in the general fund on or after January 1 of the fiscal year.  
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported to the court that she has recently made several attempts to other recycling centers to locate a buyer for the conveyor system that is no longer being used at our Recycling Center.  Since there are no interested buyers at this time, Director McDaniel requested approval to pass the platform portion of the conveyor system to the Road Department for it to be used as a wash-out system for the dump trucks and surplus the remainder for the scrap metal for the highest return offered.  
1. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by Director McDaniel to allow the Road Department to utilize the platform portion of the old conveyor system and surplus the remainder for the scrap metal.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court that he would be making a recommendation at the subsequent fiscal court meeting regarding the bids that were opened on this date because he was not able to reach one of the vendors to receive clarification about one of the bids received prior to the court meeting.

Smith requested approval to hire three truck drivers/laborers, two of which to fill the two vacancies that were created due to dismissals and one from an open position that has existed for some time. Discussion followed regarding Smith’s request for approval to advertise the availability of these positions on internet based employment companies other than advertising only in the Woodford Sun.   
2. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to hire three truck drivers/laborers and to also advertise the availability of these positions with internet based employment companies as well as in the Woodford Sun.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced there were 363 visitors who attended Frontier Day Event that was held on October 2nd and 3rd, that included 310 fourth graders, teachers and chaperones from Huntertown, Northside, Simmons, Southside, St. Leo and the Versailles Montessori Schools.  With donations made by 19 different businesses, individuals and civic groups, every Woodford County fourth grade student was presented with a copy of the children’s book about Jack Jouett.  
Regarding the letter of request made by Reagan Zolman of Olympia, Washington, the National First Vice President of Children of the American Colonists, to allow a county marker to be placed in front of the Jack Jouett House property next to the existing marker that would elaborate on Jack Jouett’s contributions to Kentucky.  If Ms. Zolman is granted approval to place this marker on county property, the proposed date of the dedication of the marker will be June 18, 2016.

A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by Reagan Zolman, National First Vice President of Children of the American Colonists, to allow a county marker to be placed in front of the Jack Jouett House property next to the existing marker that would elaborate on Jack Jouett’s contributions to Kentucky, all contingent upon there being no cost to the county. Sergeant Keith Broughton, Deputy Sheriff informed the court of the Joint Resolution of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky that was passed on October 22, 2014 directing the Transportation Cabinet to designate Kentucky Route 2113 (Falling Springs Boulevard) in Woodford County the “Police Memorial Highway,” and to erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.  The dedication ceremony will be held on Thursday, October 23, 2014 at 2:00 p.m. in the second floor courtroom in honor of Town Marshal George Freeman that was shot and killed on June 17, 1883 while attempting to arrest two brothers who were causing a disturbance in Versailles; Jason Cammack, Kentucky Vehicle Enforcement Officer who was on a routine patrol on I-64 in Woodford County when he lost his life in an apparent attempt to stop a speeding vehicle on April 23, 2000; and Kentucky State Police Trooper Clinton Cunningham who was shot and killed in Franklin County while investigating a false report of a burglary at a grocery store on February 11, 1979.

APPROVAL OF THE FIRST READING OF THE ORDINANCE OF COUNTY OF WOODFORD, KENTUCKY, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $60,000,000 PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF County of Woodford, KENTUCKY, INDUSTRIAL BUILDING REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2014A (Brown-Forman Corporation PROJECT).  Prior to the First Reading of the Summary of this ordinance, County Attorney Alan George made a request to legal counsel for Brown-Forman, Mark Franklin of Stoll Keenon and Ogden, PLLC, to explain the related documents that will sequentially follow this proposed ordinance.  
Mr. Franklin explained this ordinance is designed to approve a bond issue in the benefit of Brown-Forman Corporation in respect to the new Woodford Reserve project and directs the bonds to be issued pursuant to the Lease Agreement, an Assignment of Lease Agreement and a Bond Purchase Agreement.  The Lease Agreement provides for the equipment and land to be leased from the county back to Brown-Forman; the Assignment of Lease Agreement is a provision to ensure the bondholder is secured and it is traditional to have an assignment of the lease agreement to the bondholder; and the Bond Purchase Agreement provides for the purchase and holding of the bonds that are to be held by a related entity of Brown-Forman, which is Early Times Distillers Company, and this agreement explains how Brown-Forman is to basically transfer money back and forth and have lease payments.

Update of Woodford Theatrical Association, Introduction of Trish Clark, Executive Director, and request approval for exterior signage at Falling Springs Center.  Ms. Clark formally introduced herself to the court and expressed her appreciation for providing the citizens of Woodford County with such a beautiful facility, the Woodford Theatre.  The growth of the theatre has been very fast over the past two years she has been serving as executive director.  There is a 34% growth in season subscriptions equating to over 800 in total which means the Woodford Theatre is serving a cultural gap in this community.  Additionally, Norman Morton informed the court of the need to have signage on the outside of the Falling Springs Recreation Center to assist patrons in locating the theatre and presented a draft of a sign that would designate which portion of the building houses the Woodford Theatre.  Also a draft was presented of having another sign installed over the front archway entrance to the building identifying the building, “Falling Springs.”  The Woodford Foundation has committed to pay the cost of the signs that Ruggles Sign Co., Inc. will generously produce at cost, if the court approves this signage and the installation of such signage on the Falling Springs Recreation Center building.
