APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of August 12, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,598,579.58, less a bill list of $687,346.65, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,261,840.78. 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that Treasurer Wilson agreed it would be legal under the statutorial (65/35%) budget restraint law to honor the request that he submitted to the court at the previous fiscal court meeting for the county to solicit quotes through the state price contract to purchase two new, one-ton pick up trucks that are snow plow and salt-spreading equipped when delivered because they would be purchased from the LGEA fund.  Smith further requested approval to solicit quotes in two ways:  (1) bid the chassis and truck cab with equipment separately; and (2) bid as all one unit with the truck cab and chassis in one price.      
1.  A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to solicit quotes through the state price contract to purchase two new, one-ton pick up trucks that are snow plow and salt-spreading equipped when delivered, and accept bids quoted as either one unit or as separate prices for the chassis and truck cab as described above.

Additionally, due to a constituent’s request to post a “No U-Turn” sign at this subdivision entrance, Squire Gardiner asked if this sign request could also be included in the letter to the Department of Transportation.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz was informed by Squire Gardiner that he was notified by a council member of Midway City Council that the council would like to see a solution worked out that would allow the City of Midway to continue receiving emergency management services that have been provided under the provisions stipulated in the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Versailles, Kentucky, the City of Midway, Kentucky, and Woodford County, Establishing a County-Wide Disaster and Emergency Preparedness, Response, and Recovery Program.  Squire Gardiner stated that since Mayor Bozarth was not present at the meeting that Mayor Traugott called and was attended by Mayor Traugott; City Attorney Bill Moore; Keith Slugantz; Judge/Executive Coyle; County Attorney Alan George; and Vicki Martin, Region 5 Area Manager of the KY Division of Emergency Management, he felt it would be appropriate to hear from Mayor Bozarth.  For clarification purposes, George stated that Mayor Bozarth was not excluded from this meeting by Judge/Executive Coyle, the meeting was called by Mayor Traugott, and there was no intent to exclude Mayor Bozarth.  
3. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Gerald Dotson to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to arrange a meeting with the Mayor of the City of Midway, Tom Bozarth, for the purpose of: (1) establishing the fact Midway has not honored the current interlocal agreement by paying less than the per capita amount as originally defined in the interlocal agreement; and (2) forming an agreement with Midway to bring the deficient amount owed to the fiscal court to a “paid as agreed upon” status so the existing interlocal agreement will stay intact.

Assistant Chief Fugate stated that he would contact the Department of Transportation to request a study of the operation of this traffic light.

Judge/Executive Coyle introduced the Honorable John Wilson, Garrard County Judge/Executive, to the court as the chair of the committee of five judges that serve Boyle, Lincoln, Madison, Nicholas, and Garrard Counties who were appointed to implement legal mechanisms into the current interlocal agreement to realign and increase the effectiveness of the area’s workforce investment system, its Local Workforce Investment Board (“WIB”), and its fiscal agent who is the Bluegrass Area Development District that administers these federal funds.  The original interlocal agreement these counties have been operating under does not comply with the current law which creates some inherent conflicts of interest.  There is a chief elected official for the region who is defined as the highest ranking elected official and is also an officer at the Bluegrass ADD.  That person basically has unilateral authority to make all the decisions with respect to the program which creates the conflict of interest; therein defines the reason an amended interlocal agreement is proposed.
