APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of October 8, 2013.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,708,488.71, less the bill list of $360,365.21, less the additional bill list of $2,388.53, less payroll of $216,191.23, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $701,434.68
Treasurer Wilson made a request to the court to accept the First Quarter Financial Report into the record.

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel appointed Joe Girouard to appear before fiscal court in her absence.  The first Hazardous Waste Disposal event was reported by Mr. Girouard to be a huge success, and it is hopeful this will be an annual event for the Recycling Center.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that the replacement of the Millville Bridge over Glenn’s Creek should begin the first week in November.  

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that two of the three grants that he applied for were granted.  One of the grants in the amount of $48,000 will benefit the Bluegrass Emergency Response team for equipment, and the $7,000 grant will benefit our Medical Reserve Corp (“MRC”) Community Emergency Response Team (“CERT”).  
Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported the following:

· On October 11th, the garden department of the Woodford County Woman’s Club was invited for lunch that followed with a tour of the garden and the historic houses.  This garden allows Mrs. Jouett to be honored for her contributions to everyone who lived on the Jouett Farm, but also allows the visitors to learn about the role of women in frontier Kentucky agriculture;  

· Dr. Bill Fountain from the University of Kentucky will return to help determine proper placement of the 25 species of trees that will be planted.  Additionally, the Native Tree Walk has been made possible in large part to the assistance of the employees of the Woodford County Road Department; and   

· a check in the amount of $605.55 was presented to the Treasurer for proceeds collected during the first quarter of this fiscal year which represent revenue from onsite donations, catalogue sales, and group admission.

Personnel Orders – none
Discussion of Payton Hall at Woodford County Park; bid from Disponette.  Maintenance Director, David Long, stated in his opinion the cause of the mold problem at Payton Hall is from having an oversized unit and no air flow.  For eliminating the existing mold, Director Long contacted another company for a quote to clean the facility and received a quote of $3,000; secondly, Director Long installed one dehumidifier and would like to install the second.  If one extra cold air return chamber is installed in the community room, it would help circulate air and take care of most of the problem as opposed to paying for two 2 ton units as proposed by Disponette Service Company, Inc. for a bid price of $14,912. 
Squire Gardiner asked County Attorney Alan George if there was a distinction between buildings located at the county park that are the property of the county and those buildings that are built on dedicated county park land but are not property of the county.  The opinion given by George was decisively stated that the county has an absolute duty to maintain buildings that are owned by the county, but there has to be a county interest in that property to justify the county expenditure.  The question at hand was “is Payton Hall one of those buildings that was built on county park property but the building was paid for by the Woodford County Fair Association, and how much county money, if any, was expended for that building?” George further informed the court that they have the ability to stipulate if the funds were not co-mingled, the county will accept full responsibility for maintaining the building; if funds were co-mingled, the county would accept the pro-rata portion of the cost to maintain the building.  
The recommendation was made by Squire Craig to direct the county attorney and court clerk to research the court records to determine if the funding to build Payton Hall was co-mingled with county funds and Fair Board funds so that a decision could be made as to how to move forward on this issue.  
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve payment of $3,000 to the cleaning company and $400 for a second dehumidifier, and to direct the county attorney and court clerk to research the court records to determine if the funding to build Payton Hall was co-mingled with county funds and Fair Board funds.

County Attorney Alan George informed the court this amended alcohol ordinance is a completely revised, compliant regulatory ordinance for the sale of alcoholic beverages outside the corporate limits of the Cities of Versailles and Midway based on the court’s decision to forego the collection of county license fees which would allow the licensees to pay only the state mandated fees.  This amended alcohol ordinance encompasses all amendments that have been made to the original 2003 ordinance and is in compliance with the newly adopted alcohol laws enacted in 2013.

Discussion of Ordinance Stipulating Regulations on Potential NGL Pipeline. 

County Attorney Alan George addressed Squire Reed’s question regarding eminent domain and if the NGL pipeline companies have the power of eminent domain as they have recently claimed to possess.  There is no special legislation session scheduled to deal with this specific issue, but there is proposed legislation to clarify these NGL pipeline companies do not have the power of eminent domain.  If the legislative session addresses this issue, the newly adopted law would not go into effect until June or July, depending on when the session ends.  For there to be an emergency enactment, the legislature and governor would have to agree it is an emergency enactment which could make it effective in February or March.  In reference to creating an ordinance that would stipulate regulations on potential NGL pipelines, George encouraged the magistrates to conduct their research to formulate their opinion as to exactly what regulations need to be initiated, either as a referral to the Planning and Zoning Commission or as a recommendation to be made to the fiscal court.  
Lastly, George had the opportunity to speak with two representatives of the Williams and Boardwalk Pipeline Partners, LP, Wendell Hunt and Scott Carney, and shared with the court some of the topics that were reported.  At this time, Williams’ application for rights in Woodford County has not been submitted to the Army Corp of Engineers; they anticipate doing so in January of 2014.  Subsequent to the application process, there will be a six to nine month period of engineering studies performed.  They hope to have all easements in place and break ground in early 2015.  Williams is not concerned about the moratorium that was filed by Franklin County because it is only a one year moratorium that would have become effective in August, and Williams will not be seeking applications during the time it is in effect.  

George stated that he will continue to monitor legislation and keep the court aware of any additional information regarding the potential NGL pipelines.  
NEW BUSINESS

Discussion of Proposed Sites for the Woodford County Food Pantry.  An aerial map was distributed to the court that depicted the three possible location sites at the county park that have been visited by the Food Pantry Committee.  Site No. 1 is part of the county park that is leased to the Fair Board, Site No. 2 is located at the corner of Beasley Road and Field of Dreams Road, and Site No. 3 is located in front of the Detention Center.  As soon as a site for the Woodford County Food Pantry has been secured, they will implement their fund raising plan.  The general consensus of the Food Pantry Committee was to accept the dedication of land which is designated as Site No. 2 for the new Woodford County Food Pantry

Squire Reed stated his views of the Food Pantry by expressing how important it is for the court to support this operation because this operation does so much good for so many people.  Prior to a vote being taken, Squire Reed asked the committee if they understood and agreed:

· this property would become county property if the Food Pantry discontinues its use of the building; 

· the building will be maintained by the Food Pantry Committee; 

· all utilities would be paid by the Food Pantry;
· the county would assume no liabilities for injuries or theft; and

· the Food Pantry would carry the required insurance that is needed for the building and the operation.
The Food Pantry Committee members present voiced a unanimous, affirmative response to the above-stated conditions.

6. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the dedication of county property at the county park, known as Site No. 2, to erect a building for the operation of the Woodford County Food Pantry on Field of Dreams Road.
