APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 10, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,284,334.22, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,729,430.33. 
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of recent damage of equipment at the County Park, namely the pump station located near the concession stand.  Long stated this pump was installed sometime in the 1980’s and the cost to repair the existing pump would cost as much as a new pump.  Squire Craig suggested that the county should make a request to have this portion of the sewer system added to the city sewer system.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the fiscal court making a request to the City of Versailles to have this portion of the sewer system at the County Park located near the concession stand added to the city sewer system.

Due to the lapse of time between permission being granted earlier and when the actual grant agreements were received to be signed, Director McDaniel requested approval for Judge/Executive to execute both grant agreements.

A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the grant agreements to consummate the award of two grants to Woodford County:  the 2014-2015 Kentucky Pride Fund Recycling Grant in the amount of $62,400 and the 2014-2015 Kentucky Pride Fund Household Hazardous Waste Management Grant in the amount of $29,910.84. The last program in this series will be in August to showcase the African American contributions to the Early American Kitchen Garden.  However, the next program on the event calendar will be the Revolutionary Kid’s Day that will be held on July 26th from 12:00 noon to 5:00 p.m.  
Director Clark also informed the court the Jack Jouett archeology project was the subject of a session at the annual meeting of the Kentucky Museum and Heritage Alliance today.  Our project director, Nick Laracuente, was invited to speak to the museum professionals from across the state about how they have been able to create this unique educational outreach program that includes the heritage of the bourbon industry with the educational goals at the Jack Jouett House.  These events continue to create interest in Jack Jouett archeology project which has resulted in recognition for the success of this unique project.  
Woodford County Sheriff’s Office, Sergeant Keith Broughton informed the court the final inspection from the Kentucky Association Chiefs of Police was conducted on June 14th and formal accreditation with be awarded in July at the conference.  The Woodford County Sheriff’s Office is the 7th sheriff’s office in the State of Kentucky to be accredited.  (Attachment)
Personnel Administrator, Devetta Jackson referred to the court for direction as to when to start the new pay period in fiscal year 2014-2015.  Ms. Jackson explained that historically the fiscal court has put raises through on the first pay period of July when the new fiscal year starts.  This year there are not any days that employees will have worked in the new fiscal year, so all of the days are being paid for in June.  If employees do not receive their new hourly pay rate until July, they will have 14 pay periods at their previous hourly rate and only 12 at their new hourly rate, instead of 13 pay periods at their previous hourly rate and 13 pay periods at their new hourly rate, like employees are typically paid to equal 26 pay periods in a year.
