Road – Buan Smith

Road Engineer Buan Smith gave an update on the progress of tearing down Huntertown Community.  Smith reported that the demolishment of the four houses on the West side was finished. They are currently working on the East side and two of the nine are left to do.  The cost to tear down the thirteen structures and dispose of the materials will be approximately $3,200 per structure.  The cost will be used toward the percentage that the County has to match for the CDBG grant. The demolition is expected to be completed by the end of the January.
Buan Smith told the magistrates that Judge/Executive Coyle received a letter from the KY Department of Highways inviting the Court and Road Engineer to attend a meeting on January 29, 2007 at 3 p.m. to discuss the Rural Secondary Road Program moneys that District 7 has for Woodford County.

Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

Director Keith Slugantz reported that the County has now closed out the 2003 Ice Storm Disaster in Woodford County after receiving a check for $11,305.09 from the federal disaster relief funding. Slugantz invited the Fiscal Court members to a pandemic flu exercise in Frankfort on January 31, 2007, 1-4 p.m., and asked them to contact the Health Department if anyone wanted to attend.

Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve and have a SUMMARY SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF WOODFORD, KENTUCKY AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2007 IN AN AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $4,500,000 TO REFUND IN ADVANCE OF MATURITY THE OUTSTANDING PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF THE $5,490,000 COUNTY OF WOODFORD, KENTUCKY GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, 2000 SERIES A, THE PROCEEDS OF WHICH WERE USED TO FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION OF A GOVERNMENTALLY OWNED AND OPERATED COMMUNITY RECREATION AND FINE ARTS FACILITY WITHIN THE COUNTY OF WOODFORD, KENTUCKY; APPROVING THE FORM OF BONDS; AUTHORIZING DESIGNATED OFFICERS TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE BONDS; PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT AND SECURITY OF THE BONDS; CREATING A BOND PAYMENT FUND AND AN ESCROW FUND; MAINTAINING A SINKING FUND; AUTHORIZING AN ESCROW TRUST AGREEMENT; AUTHORIZING ACEPTANCE OF THE BID OF THE BOND PURCHASER FOR THE PURCHASE OF THE BONDS; AND REPEALING INCONSISTANT ORDINANCES.
