APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Public Hearing for the Local Government Economic Assistance (LGEA) and the County Road Aid (CRA) funds and the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 8, 2014.  Hearing none, both sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,949,459.40, less a bill list of $602,771.99, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, and an adjusted money market checking account balance of $917,128.22.  
Maintenance Superintendent, David Long made a recommendation to the court to purchase the Liberty pump for the replacement pump station for the county park for $6,684, which includes a one year warranty, from KY Plumber, LLC.

Rich Pictor, Executive Director of the Parks and Recreation Department, informed Superintendent Long that one of the heating and air units went out in the athletic center.  The recommendation made by Superintendent Long was to purchase a new unit from Disponette’s Heating and Air for $5,790 rather than spend $2,645 to have this unit repaired since the broken unit is past its life span of use.
2. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the recommendation made by Superintendent Long to purchase a new heating and air unit for the County Park Athletic Center from Disponette’s Heating and Air for $5,790.

Regarding the refinishing of the rocking chairs on the front porch of the courthouse, Superintendent Long stated the contractor who is refinishing these chairs reported to him that the sun has bleached the wood so badly that the stain is not saturating into the wood.  Squire Craig recommended a stain with a polyurethane that is designed with a UV protection as well.  Superintendent Long will report back to the court regarding the finished product.  
Superintendent Long reported an accident that occurred at the Recycling Center whereby a car hit the side of the building.  The gentlemen that damaged the building has offered to pay for the repair of the building in the amount of $1,000.75, which includes four sheets of metal, new bracing, new corner post and a plate on the concrete.  
3. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by a person who damaged one of the buildings at the Recycling Center to pay for the repair of the building in the amount of $1,000.75.

Recycling Assistant Director, Rick Wade informed the court that the 13th Annual Kentucky River Sweep that was held on Saturday, July 19th was well attended at the Clifton Boat Dock, and 2,560 pounds of debris was collected.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith explained to the court there are two roads in Woodford County just off Duncan Road near Millville, Hilltop Meadows and Meadow Lane, that were once named Hilltop Avenue and Meadowview Drive.  Smith made a request to the court to consider the approval of combining the two roads for the total mileage of .273 miles and approve Hilltop Meadows as the correct name for an existing Woodford County road.  In addition to alleviating any confusion for public service, 911 and Franklin County responders since they are closer, this .273 mileage could be included back into the road inventory by Bluegrass ADD, which would eliminate the possibility of affecting Woodford County’s CRA (County Road Aid) funding.   
4.  A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to combine two roads, Hilltop Meadows and Meadow Lane, for the total mileage of .273 miles and approve “Hilltop Meadows” as the correct name for an existing Woodford County road.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that Emergency Management has been the recipient of a satellite radio telephone for the past five years that has been provided to the county through Public Health at the state level.  The state has recently informed Director Slugantz that they no longer have funds to support the system; however, the state is willing to allow the county to keep the satellite equipment if the county will incur the cost of $1,000 a year to pay the expense associated with supporting this system.

A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request made by Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz, to incur the cost of $1,000 a year to pay the expense associated with supporting the satellite radio telephone that has been provided to the county through Public Health and execute a contract that would stipulate the county would pay the operating expense for this piece of equipment.

MOTION CARRIED
Devetta Jackson, Personnel Administrator, made a request for approval to include a separate method of calculation into the existing policy that addresses how vacation time is paid out to an employee who leaves or is terminated from their employment with the county.   This addition to the existing policy only pertains to EMS employees because an ambulance employee works 120 hours in one pay period and 96 hours in the next pay period.  For these EMS employees, it is customary to pay 80 hours regular pay and 40 hours overtime pay for the 120 hours worked; for the 96 hours worked, the pay structure is 80 hours regular pay and 16 hours overtime pay.  Ms. Jackson’s request was for the court to approve the same pay structure for an EMS employee who is leaving their employment with the county who has accumulated over 80 hours of vacation time to be paid as follows:  80 hours regular pay and any time earned above the 80 hours would be paid at the overtime rate.  
10. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request proposed by Devetta Jackson, Personnel Administrator, to allow an EMS employee who is leaving their employment with the county who has accumulated over 80 hours of vacation time to be paid as follows:  80 hours regular pay and any time earned above the 80 hours would be paid at the overtime rate.

Response from the City of Versailles regarding Appropriate Funding for the Emergency Management Program.  County Attorney Alan George made a request to Director Slugantz to explain the funding obligation of Woodford County and the Cities of Versailles and Midway for the existing emergency management program and how this funding is apportioned.  Director Slugantz stated that on February 17, 2009, the governing bodies formalized this jointly funded agency by executing the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Versailles, Kentucky, the City of Midway, Kentucky and Woodford County Establishing a County-wide Disaster and Emergency Preparedness, Response, and Recovery Program, (“Interlocal Agreement”), using a per capita model to determine the percentage of budget responsibility per jurisdiction.  The financial obligation of each government is based upon the population of each city, and the county is responsible for the remaining unincorporated population outside the corporate limits of Woodford County, which is 14,751 per the 2010 census data.  The standard interlocal agreement that was provided by the state and used state-wide determined the apportionment from the City of Versailles to be $43,946, also based on the current 2010 census data, and $31,187 was allocated in their budget line item for the jointly funded Emergency Management Program.
Judge/Executive Coyle interjected, following lengthy discussion, that he is amenable to meeting with both mayors, our county attorney, the city attorney(s), Director Slugantz, and whomever the city would like to invite to come to an agreement that would preserve one of the best joint programs the county has at this time.  A report of any resolution will be given at the subsequent fiscal court meeting.   
Approve recommendation of Assistant Recycling Director, Rick Wade, for the purchase of twelve (12) Recycling Trailers for the Woodford County Schools.    The bid opening for the purchase of 12 
recycling trailers to be placed at the schools using Kentucky Pride grant money was held on this date.  Three bids were received and the lowest and best bid was from National Trailer at a price of $4,800 per trailer.  The recommendation was made from Rick Wade to purchase these 12 trailers from National Trailer with the request that four trailers are to be delivered at a time and the county would  make payment for those four trailers upon time of delivery and if inspection is satisfactory.  

11. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by Recycling Assistant Director, Rick Wade, for the Recycling Center to purchase 12 trailers from National Trailer using Kentucky Pride grant money, with the request that four trailers are to be delivered at a time and the county would make payment for those four trailers upon time of delivery and if inspection is satisfactory.

Additionally, Wade requested approval from the court to purchase the thirteenth trailer from National Trailer with the $4,800 that was left from this Kentucky Pride grant.  This thirteenth trailer would be placed in a location that would be accessible for the public’s use during and after the Recycling Center’s operating hours.

A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Recycling Assistant Director, Rick Wade, for the Recycling Center to purchase a thirteenth trailer from National Trailer, contingent upon the approval of Kentucky Pride to allow the remainder of this grant money to spent on an additional trailer.

Approval of the First Reading of an Ordinance Relating to the Annual Budget and Amendment No. 1, Ord. No. 2014-10 in the amount of $189,588.55.
13. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the Annual Budget Amendment thereof and have a FIRST READING of a proposed ordinance amending the Woodford County budget for fiscal year 2014-2015 to include unanticipated receipts from year end carryover and a grant in the amount of $189,588.55 and increasing the expenditure accounts as stipulated.

Approval of Resolution declaring support of the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office partnering with the Woodford County Schools.  Bob Gibson, Director of Technology for the Woodford County School District, appeared before the court to request approval of a resolution that would solidify the partnership between the Woodford County Schools, the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office, and Integrated Security Solutions.  This resolution would allow the Woodford County Public Schools the opportunity to apply for a Kentucky Homeland Security grant from the National Infrastructure Protection Plan.  A qualifying guideline of this grant requires that a law enforcement agency becomes a partner with the school system as a prerequisite.  This resolution would confirm the approval and support from the Woodford County Fiscal Court for this partnership for the purpose of increasing security to all schools in Woodford County by securing exterior doors and enhancing existing video equipment (this locking system will create the ability to control access to individual exterior doors of the building from one location).  Further, this resolution would state the Woodford County Public Schools are responsible for all costs above the grant amount awarded from the Kentucky Homeland Security Grant from the National Infrastructure Protection Plan to the Woodford County Public Schools. 
14. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Mark McDonald to approve the execution of a resolution declaring support of the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office partnering with the Woodford County Public Schools for the purpose of increasing security to all schools in Woodford County.

Approve Proposal from the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce.  As a result of the Mayor’s task force that Don Vizi, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, served on recently, a proposal was presented by Mr. Vizi for a position to be created to carry out seventeen (17) functions that would be conducted from the office of the Chamber with funding provided from the City of Versailles, the City of Midway, the EDA, and the fiscal court.  The Chamber estimates funding for this position to be approximately $30,000 a year, which includes funds for marketing.  Additionally, the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors has approved this proposal at their June 19, 2014 board meeting.
Discussion regarding the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce’s request to enact an Indoor Smoking Ban.  A letter was submitted to the court by Don Vizi, Executive Director, of the Chamber of Commerce, to state the Chamber voted unanimously to supports the Woodford County Government to enact an indoor smoking ban.  Discussion followed to confirm the general consensus of the court was to give the City of Versailles and the City of Midway an opportunity to review this issue and monitor any action taken by either city.  
GOOD OF THE COUNTY

ANNOUNCEMENTS: none
Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly informed the court she recently filed an entry of appearance to a lawsuit that had been filed by an attorney for heirs of an estate due to a situation that that occurred 25 to 30 years ago.  As part of the Russelltown Revitalization Project, the county purchased the properties that were acquired by deed.  The fiscal court adopted a resolution creating an agency, the Woodford County Urban Renewal and Community Development Agency, strictly for the purpose of acquiring all the properties and transferring the properties back to the property owners at the conclusion of the project.  The heirs of one property did not get the title transferred back to them as planned.  When this situation was explained to the fiscal court in 2012, the court voted unanimously to allow Ms. Mattingly to file a lawsuit to correct this mistake.  With authorization from the court given previously, Ms. Mattingly utilized this authority to file an entry of appearance in this lawsuit signifying the fiscal court is in agreement with this property being transferred back to the rightful owners, which has been achieved at this point in time.   
Judge/Executive Coyle – entertained a motion to approve the renewal of the contract with Time Warner that will provide internet, television and phone service to the Detention Center, Animal Control and the Recycling Center, which also includes a savings of approximately $15,000 a year.

15. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to allow Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the contract between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Time Warner for internet, television and phone service and for these services to be provided to the Detention Center, Animal Control and the Recycling Center, which includes a savings of approximately $15,000 a year.
