APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of November 26, 2013.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,773,081.42, less the bill list of $151,834.83, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $2,600,093.71.
Maintenance Director, David Long addressed the court’s decision at the previous court meeting whereby the decision was made to delay the painting portion of the courthouse façade due to the outside temperatures not being conducive for the paint curing process.  Director Long made a recommendation to the court that the contractor, Clear Creek Designs, receives $4,050 which is one half of the contract price, to cover the cost of the material for the finished medallion.  When the weather becomes favorable in the spring, Clear Creek Designs will hang the medallion, paint the background of the façade, and finalize the project as quoted in the contract at which time the balance of the contract price will be paid.    
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve paying Clear Creek Designs $4,050, one half of the contract price, to cover the cost of the material for the finished medallion and pay the balance of the contract price when the courthouse façade project is completed. Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported that an ad will be placed in the Woodford Sun to remind the public to use their recycling bins without any plastic bags.   The options available to set out recyclable items are:  (1) buy their own container and have it marked at the Recycling Center; (2) use the open top red container that is provided by the Recycling Center and place heavy recyclable items on top; (3) rent a 65 gallon waste wheeler that is $3.25 per month; or (4) purchase a waste wheeler from Rumpke.  Subsequent to discussion related to the new recycling specifications, Squire Dotson asked if an announcement could be sent through the new emergency alert program to make residents aware of the recent changes in the Recycling Center.  

2. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Jackie Brown to direct Keith Slugantz, Emergency Management Director, to use the new emergency alert program to notify the residents about the changes made that affect the recycling collection system.

Buan Smith, County Road Engineer informed the court that in August of 2011 a culvert needed to be replaced on Hedden Road; 811 was contacted to get the marking done prior to this work being done.  While excavating for the culvert, a rock was found hanging on the side of the wall.  To keep it from hitting somebody, the rock was pulled off but in the process, an underground phone line was gouged in the outside insulation of the cable.  Smith called Windstream immediately to report the cut in the outside cable.  They had a technician come out and patch it the next day and the following day the line was relocated.  Windstream billed the county for $2,678 approximately two months later.  In June of 2012, Smith was contacted again to ask if an 811 ticket had been issued, at which time a copy of this 811 ticket was forwarded to Windstream.  When the collection agency contacted Smith this year, County Attorney Alan George suggested an offer be made for the value of the damage of the cable, not the relocation of the line.  Smith requested permission from the court for him to make a proposal to Windstream to consider accepting the value of the damage of the cable.
3. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request made by County Engineer Buan Smith to forward a settlement proposal to Windstream for the value of the damage of the cable that occurred during work performed on a culvert on Hedden Road.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz asked for the court’s assistance in making the citizens of Woodford County aware of the emergency alert system that is available and free to all residents of Woodford County through www.woodfordalerts.com.  This system enables critical information such as severe weather, unexpected road closures, missing persons, evacuations of buildings or neighborhoods, only to name a few emergency alerts, to be received by any resident that signs up to receive time-sensitive messages wherever specified.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reminded the court of an upcoming event.  The Jack Jouett House is a site on the Woodford County Women’s Club Holiday Homes Tour that is scheduled for December 14th.  Woodford County Heritage Committee volunteers will present Christmas of 1800 to the participants by exhibiting the holiday traditions, decorations, foods, and music on the Kentucky frontier.  The Little Garden Club will decorate the historic buildings with period correct fresh greenery.  The Woodford County High School and Middle School orchestra will provide live holiday music, and the Woodford County Fair Board will provide the county fair pageant winners to help the Heritage Committee Greet the guests. 

Lastly, the Boy Scouts from Troop 14 delivered five picnic tables and three outdoor benches to the Jack Jouett House.  The benches and the tables were constructed under the leadership of Eagle Scout candidate, R.J. Kral, who will come before the court to present his completion report during the first meeting in January of 2014.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Squire Reed – announced a meeting scheduled for the following Saturday afternoon at the Millville School concerning the Bluegrass Pipeline.  Additionally, concern was expressed regarding a lease for the farm on US 62 and its expiration.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated this lease, in addition to others, would be discussed at the first meeting in January.  

Squire Dotson – inquired about whether a response has been received from the Transportation Department regarding the court’s question as to why illuminators were placed on US 60 from Versailles to Frankfort.  Squire Craig stated this issue was addressed recently in a meeting held at District 7, and Mr. Ballinger took note and indicated the court would receive a response soon. 
County Attorney Alan George – reiterated his opinion to the Windstream demand for the cable line damage on Hedden Road by stating that County Engineer, Buan Smith, should not offer more than the $200 plus dollar figure that he had calculated to repair the underground phone line that was gouged in the outside insulation of the cable.  
Additionally, George reported a recent lawsuit was filed in the Franklin Circuit Court by a non-profit group organized in Franklin County called “Kentuckians United to Restrain Eminent Domain,” also known as KURE.  This organization was incorporated in November and filed a Petition for Declaration of Rights.  KURE is asking the court to rule dispositively on the power of the eminent domain issue, and Bluegrass Pipeline will have to respond to that litigation.  It is anticipated that the losing party of this lawsuit will appeal this case to the Court of Appeals and perhaps to the Kentucky Supreme Court, which will clarify whether Bluegrass Pipeline possesses the power of eminent domain.  
Judge/Executive Coyle – announced the time to accept donations from the donors for the Mansion Centennial Legacy Project in memoryC of Squire Bruce Gill has been extended another week.  
16. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gary Finnell to adjourn the meeting.
