Old Business
No action was taken on the agenda item - Agricultural Marketing Center Text Amendment Recommendation from Planning and Zoning Commission.  The Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation and findings of fact from their public hearing was accepted into the record. The magistrates agreed by consensus to place the item on the March 27, 2007 agenda.

New Business
Midway Mayor Tom Bozarth addressed the Fiscal Court members about Midway’s bond anticipation note on the Midway Water Tower. Mayor Bozarth referred to the interest that was paid by the Fiscal Court that was agreed upon in the 2003 and 2006 agreements with the City of Midway. Stan Kramer attended the meeting to explain the outstanding bond note that was due to mature December 1, 2006. The City of Midway rolled over the note for another three year period to December 2009. United Bank holds the note and the interest payment due is $15,725.00 per year.  Kramer told the Fiscal Court that the City of Midway is proposing that the Fiscal Court help Midway by paying one-half of the interest.  Payments are due June 1 and December 1. The principle on the bond is $370,000.00.

A motion was made by Larry Craig to approve continuing the agreement of paying one-half of the interest payments on the bond anticipation note on the Midway Water Tower, which was rolled over to a three year bond note to expire December 2009.  (The interest payments of $3,931.25 will be due on June 1 and December 1 of each year expiring December 2009 for a total of $23,587.50.)
