Old Business
Ameresco Energy Savings Performance Contract.   County Attorney Alan George responded to the court’s request to review and compare the latest version to the original proposed energy service agreement. George stated that the contract cost on the latest version of the proposed energy services agreement is $860,433 and the motion was to approve a contract with Ameresco for $890,281.  It was verified by Teresa Barton of Ameresco the difference in the contract cost is because the supply of Heatsavr liquid pool cover was included in the $890,281 for the term of 15 years, and the $860,433 only includes the cost of installing the Heatsavr automatic dosing equipment and the first year supply of the product.  
When George asked Teresa Barton if the county would have to continue buying the supplies themselves over the years to get the guaranteed savings and not void the contract, she stated the decision to discontinue using this product would not void the contract.  Ameresco would have to adjust the baseline to adjust the savings because otherwise, the savings would not be recognized.  George wanted to make sure the court understood the county would be responsible for purchasing the Heatsavr liquid pool cover over this 15 year period and it may cost $29,000 to $30,000.
