County Attorney Alan George stated that he felt Woodford County’s boundary proposal that has been submitted to the state will be accepted because it meets all the criteria, and, additionally, this proposal will alleviate the long voting lines at some of the voting precincts where citizens have  experienced extended waiting times in the past.

OLD BUSINESS 
Recommendation of the Recycling Center Committee.   On behalf of the Recycling Center Committee, Squire Gardiner distributed and read the following proposed recommendation:  
The Recycling Committee has determined that to reduce cost and improve efficiency at the Woodford County Recycling Center, staff size should be reduced over time by downsizing by three full-time positions.  In addition to down sizing, operational costs can be decreased over time by seeking and securing available grant monies and working with the Woodford County Jailer to assess inmate availability in utilizing those services when appropriate.  Therefore, by a unanimous vote, the committee recommends that the fiscal court allows the next three vacancies that will not adversely affect efficiency to go unfilled.  The attrition decision will need to be reviewed on a vacancy by vacancy basis to determine if the efficiency of the center will not be compromised by the loss of that position.  The director should also immediately begin to explore the availability of any and all grants and consult with the Jailer over inmate services.  Additionally, the committee recommends that glass recycling be explored and the Director should determine the cost and feasibility of such a service and report to the court as soon as a plan may be formulated and submitted in this regard.  
Discussion followed pertaining to whether a motion was to be made to adopt the committee’s recommendation.  Based on the procedure that is in place at this time, if a vacancy occurs in any department, the court makes a decision as to whether or not that position is to be filled on a case by case basis.  Absent any motion being made to make the report a standing plan, the report was accepted as submitted, and the Recycling Center Committee was dismissed.
