Jail – Gary Gilkison
Gilkison requested a jail committee meeting, and the committee agreed to get together after the Fiscal Court meeting to schedule the meeting.
Road – Buan Smith

Smith reported that the reverse auction for the road department v-box salt spreaders and ground speed controllers is scheduled for Thursday, April 19, 2007 at 10 a.m. in the Judge/Executive’s office.  He invited the Fiscal Court members to attend the auction.

Smith reported that next week the contractor for Kentucky Utilities will be starting the project, which was previously approved by the Fiscal Court, to use CCPs (Coal Combustion Products) as a structural fill in fields in the front of the Falling Springs Park area. A temporary entrance will be built off Tyrone Road. The project should be done in approximately eight weeks, weather permitting.
Smith reported that next week the paving contractors will be doing resurfacing work on roads. 

James E. Staples asked Smith to check if it is in the plans for a gutter to be put in front of the Senior Citizen Building.  Staples asked Smith if there is going to be a sidewalk from the new Senior Citizen Building to Falling Springs, and, if not, to find out what the cost would be for the Road Department to install a sidewalk. 
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

Safety Officer Slugantz presented two programs (Respirator Protection and Hazard Communication). The programs are required by OSHA.  Slugantz said that the cost would be minimal. The item will be on the April 10, 2007 agenda.

The software, which is free, can be installed in vehicles and office based computers to allow State and local public safety agencies to communicate over the Commonwealth’s wireless network.

Judge/Executive Coyle recognized Aaron Anderkin of the Governor’s field office, which is based out of Lexington. Anderkin told the Fiscal Court that the Governor will be at the Middle School on March 28, 2007 to make some announcements on highway infrastructural commitments and present ceremonial checks to Woodford County and Versailles.

Mayor Fred Siegelman requested that the Fiscal Court contribute $2,000.00 to help finish the Phase I construction of the Versailles skate park project at Apollo Park. The Fiscal Court has already finished the in-kind work at the park that was committed to the project. Siegelman said that the Ministerial Association did not receive enough donations to finish the project.  $6,100 is needed to finish Phase I. The total cost of the project for the Phase I of the project cost is $23,300.00. The item was postponed until the April 10, 2007 meeting.

Les Anderson reported that the new concession/restroom facility at the softball field at the County Park is almost completed.  He told the Fiscal Court that Mayor Siegelman had agreed to take care of the installation of a sewer line for the newly constructed concession stand, but has now found out that the amount needed was over the City’s budgeted amount. The City approved contributing $1,000, one-half the amount needed, pending the Fiscal Court pay $1,000.

Farish and Lane’s End Farm have agreed to contribute up to $300,000 to a tax exempt organization for the purpose of refurbishing certain or all of the outdoor community facilities located in the County Park. The goal is to raise two million dollars and to use the interest from the investments to consistently renovate all the facilities at the County Park. William A. Hoskins of Jackson Kelly Attorneys at Law is setting up a 501(c) (3) Exempt Organization. 
Larry Craig asked about the policy of the Fiscal Court that when a request is made that the Fiscal Court give an answer at the next meeting.  Craig requested that the Fiscal Court have a consistent policy.

The agenda item “Presentation and Request for Computer Equipment/Software for Scanning and Archiving Records in the County Clerk’s Office” was postponed.

Magistrates
James E. Staples reported that the finance/insurance committee met prior to the Fiscal Court meeting.  He told the Fiscal Court that Humana bought CHA, the current Woodford County employee health insurance company. Staples said that the Woodford County agent told us that Humana is trying to retain our business.  Humana gave Woodford County a proposal of a 1% rate increase for 2007-2008, and the plan is basically the same as the 2006-2007 insurance plan. The insurance committee recommended that the County go with Humana’s proposal.
20.
A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Humana Insurance Company as the employee health insurance carrier.  The motion also included approving acceptance of the Humana Insurance Company’s proposal of a 1% rate increase, and not getting other health insurance proposals.

Judge Coyle reported that the magistrates received a letter from Midway Mayor Tom Bozarth asking the Woodford County Economic Development Authority Board to pay the June 30, 2007 interest payment for Midway Station.
