Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a checking account balance of $2,333,039.14 and $2,650,923.42 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $4,983,962.56 for the fiscal year to date 2/9/07. 
Senior Citizens & Adult Day Care Building (CMW/Vector Construction – Joe Vecsey)
Vecsey gave an update on the Falling Springs Center renovation project.  The inside is almost completed.  The main thing they are trying to accomplish this week is the alarm and electrical systems. Wood flooring and other finishes are going in on the second floor.  The elevator has been delivered, and it will take two to three weeks to install the elevator by the time of final inspection. He is currently in the process of trying to obtain a temporary conditional occupancy on the first floor.  The project is about a week behind schedule.
Vecsey, also,  reported on the Senior Citizens Center project. The mechanical and electrical are being completed, drywall installation is in process, and the exterior masonry is being completed.  The project is about three weeks behind in some areas. 

KY Transportation Engineer – District 7 (Stuart C. Goodpaster, Tracy Lovell, Steve Farmer, and Corrin Gulick)
Goodpaster reported on the Woodford County 2007-2008 RURAL/SECONDARY PROGRAM.

There are approximately 153.3 miles of State maintained routes in Woodford County. The tentative allotment for 2007-2008 rural/secondary roads is $501,427, plus $55,212 of undistributed funds from 2006-2007, and $88,759 free balance for a total of $645,398 available to spend on rural/secondary roads in Woodford County. The report handed out by Goodpaster listed the District’s road project recommendations for 2007-2008. Goodpaster asked for any recommendations from the Fiscal Court.  The recommendations from the District and the Fiscal Court will be submitted to the State Department of Governmental Relations.
