Pattie Wilson and horticultural agent Patti Meads attended the Fiscal Court meeting to discuss the new Senior Citizens and Adult Day Care Center’s landscaping. On May 24, 2007, they went to the Senior Citizens Center to meet with Stuart Mimms of Woodford Landscaping, who was awarded the bid to landscape the facility, to inspect the plants. The plants were not at the Senior Citizen site, and Mr. Mimms took them to his garden center. Numerous plants did not meet the bid specifications, and many of the plants were not at his garden center to inspect. The bid specs did not match the plants.  Meads prepared a report on the inspection of the plants and gave it to the Judge/Executive.  Mr. Mimms started planting the plants on Memorial Day week end. Judge Coyle asked Wilson and Meads to do another inspection, which they did on Monday, June 11, 2007.  Meades gave a brief overview of her report prepared after the second inspection.  Meades told the Fiscal Court that her role in the process is to make sure that the integrity of the bid process is upheld. Many companies bid the job and bid those plants to a certain standard. County Attorney advised the Fiscal Court that if they allow the standards to be lowered, there could be a problem with other bidders. George asked how we got to this point. Meades said that the requirement of an inspection of the plants before planting was in the bid specs. Stuart Mimms of Woodford Landscaping reported that he put down the sod and is 2500 yards short.  The excavating contractor went too far out in the field, so the additional sod will cost $4,100.00. Mimms reported on the plants he used for the landscaping. Mimms said that he lost a lot of plants due to the April freeze. Wilson and Meades agreed to meet with Judge/Coyle and Stuart Mimms to inspect the plants again on June 13, 2007.

A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to hold the check to Woodford Landscaping, which was on the bill list that was approved, until the plants can be inspected again and the problem of the plants that do not meet the bid specifications can be resolved.
