REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,635,650.06, less the bill list of $641,119.92, less payroll of $251,881.85, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $316,297.49.  

Treasurer Wilson gave a report that 22 new occupational tax accounts have opened, and taxes will be collected on these accounts going back five years that will include penalty and interest charges.  Additionally, the Quarter End Report was distributed to the court, and Treasurer Wilson will be making a request for the report to be accepted into the record at the subsequent fiscal court meeting.  
Lastly, Treasurer Wilson informed the court the Department of Local Government did not approve the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for the Exchange of Information by and between the Versailles City Government and the Woodford County Fiscal Court due to the omission of a termination clause.  Treasurer Wilson requested approval of the revised Interlocal Agreement that includes the required termination clause.

Citizen’s Participation
Craig McAnelly, a consultant contracted under an agreement by the Woodford County Economic Development Authority with the approval of the fiscal court for the economic development consulting services of Bluegrass Area Development District presented a proposed resolution.  As previously discussed in executive session in fiscal court, Quad/Graphics, Inc. will be creating 74 jobs with their $15 million dollar expansion contingent upon a tax incentive being received from the City of Versailles and the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  The approval of this Resolution would formalize the agreement that the Woodford County Fiscal Court would forego the collection of .5% of the 1.5% occupational license fee that would otherwise be due for up to 74 new hires by Quad/Graphics, Inc.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the RESOLUTION APPROVING THE GRANTING OF AN INDUCEMENT TO QUAD/GRAPHICS, INC. PURSUANT TO THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT ACT OF THE 2009 EXTRAORDINARY LEGISLATIVE SESSION, WHEREBY THE WOODFORD COUNTY FISCAL COURT AGREES TO FOREGO THE COLLECTION OF .5% OF THE 1.5% OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE FEE THAT WOULD OTHERWISE BE DUE IT FOR UP TO 74 NEW HIRES BY QUAD/GRAPHICS, INC., AND THE .5% SHALL BE RETAINED BY QUAD/GRAPHICS, INC.  FOR A  TERM NOT LONGER THAN TEN (10) YEARS FROM THE ACTIVATION  DATE ESTABLISHED BY THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT PROGRAM, SUBJECT TO THE LIMITATIONS CONTAINED IN THE KENTUCKY BUSINESS INVESTMENT ACT,  AND ANY AGREEMENT QUAD/GRAPHICS, INC. HAS  WITH THE KENTUCKY ECONOMIC  DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY RELATED TO THE PROJECT; AND TAKING OTHER RELATED ACTION, and, additionally, to direct  and authorize Judge/Executive John Coyle to execute this RESOLUTION.

Marjorie Evans, citizen of Woodford County, came before the court to express her thoughts about the government’s responsibility of governmental entities answering open records requests.  Ms. Evans views were given primarily due to her request being made over 100 days ago to the Woodford County Tourism Commission.  The open records request was made for the Tourism Commission’s year end financial statements for 2009, 2010, and 2011.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he, on behalf of the fiscal court, would make a request to the Chamber of Commerce and the Woodford County Tourism Commission to prepare their annual financial statements, have all required audits performed, and file both with the Clerk of the Woodford County Fiscal Court so they can be reviewed for acceptance by the court and placed into the record.  
Department Heads
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz requested permission to apply for a Community Resilience Grant in the amount of $35,000, with no matching money required from the fiscal court.  If this grant is received, it would enhance the current training Emergency Management is conducting at this time.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Gill – informed the court he has met with Rich Pictor several times to discuss the location of the electric truck track.  The portion of the County Park chosen is suitable to all parties, including County Road Engineer, Buan Smith; Rich Pictor, Parks and Recreation Executive Director; and Mary Lou Watkins, President of the Woodford County Fair Board.  Squire Gill requested approval from the court to proceed with allowing the electric truck track to have this particular portion of land dedicated specifically for this purpose, contingent upon receiving approval from the Parks and Recreation Board.

County Attorney Alan George – none
Judge/Executive Coyle – recognized Christina Norton, Interim Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce at her request to address the court.  

Ms. Norton informed the court that during her tenure as interim executive director of the Chamber, Marjorie Evans had requested four years of financial records, including all bank deposits and expenditures, from the Woodford County Tourism Commission.  With the time element involved in redacting any and all personal information from these financial records before they are released and the waiting period of 4 to 6 weeks before receiving these financial records from the bank, the projected date of delivery of these requested financial records is not predicted at this time.   When Ms. Norton was asked by the court if the Tourism Commission has been audited every year, she informed the court that the Chamber of Commerce is not required to have an audit; however, the Tourism Commission is required to have an audit every four year.  Since it appears at this point that an audit was not performed, the Tourism Commission has contracted with a company to perform a review of these past years.
Judge/Executive Coyle stated that if the fiscal court was supposed to be receiving the financial reports  annually and the audits every fourth year, from this point forward both the financial reports and audits will be requested, if they are not submitted, and made a part of the record.  Based upon an opinion received from the staff attorney of the Department of Local Government, Andrew Hartley, the Tourism Commission has to decide whether or not they want to file anything from past years, or if they want to simply proceed on a “going forward” basis.
