Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market checking account balance of $372,909.08 and $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $772,909.08 for the fiscal year to date 10/19/07. (The report did not reflect the bill list for the October 23, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting making the adjusted money market balance $190,695.48.)
Treasurer Wilson reported to the Court that she received a call from Lena Datko of CEDA/WJL Associates who is working on the Huntertown Community Development Block Grant. Datko told Wilson that there may be a possible delay in the payment from the State for the acquisition of the Huntertown property.  Lena asked if the money did not come in from the State to pay for the property in time for the closing would the County pay upfront and the State would reimburse the County.

A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve making the payment upfront for the CDBG Huntertown II acquisition of property Parcel 5-6 which was settled in the lawsuit, if the money does not come from the State in time for the closing on November 5, 2007.

Policy and Procedures Committee Report
Personnel Administrator Natasha Humphreys reported that the Policy and Procedures Committee had met several times.  Humphreys said that she presented a Salary Proposal to the Committee.  Humphreys asked the Court to review the Salary Proposal for the next meeting.  Humphreys gave the Court information on an employee salary proposal, the recommendation for a six (6) month probationary period for retirement for new hires, and a recommendation for a probationary period for health insurance for new hires (health insurance effective the first day of the month after ninety (90) days of employment instead of thirty (30) days). Steve Barnett explained that one of the reasons for the proposed retirement probation was that a new hire that leaves during the first six months of employment would get their retirement withholding back, but the County would not get their payment back from the KY Retirement.  The items will be on the November 13, 2007 agenda.
Humphreys told the Court that at a Committee meeting, Gerald Dotson asked that going forward if we could look at all positions that become vacant and make sure it is a necessary position. Dotson stated that we should not just automatically fill it because someone has left.  Humphreys recommended that when any position becomes open, the Department Head/Supervisor come to her first and look at the job description and make sure that it is necessary.  Then the Court will approve to filling the position.

A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the Personnel Administrator and the Department Head reviewing the job description of any job position that becomes open and make sure it needs to be filled. The motion included the Personnel Administrator or the Department Head making the recommendation to the Court to approve filling the open position.

Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker

Shewmaker handed out the ambulance bid specs, and reported to the Court that he is setting up the reverse auction with KACo for a new ambulance.  The only change in the specs from the last ambulance is that he switched the emergency lights to LED which draw less power and last longer.
Jail – Gary Gilkison

Gilkison reported that the Detention Center was in the news about the suspected staph infection case at the Detention Center. He said that everything is under control, and he has done everything that can possibly be done. He contacted the Judge/Executive, the State Department of Correction and the Health Department.  The Jail was decontaminated. The inmate was taken to the Bluegrass Community Hospital. The test results are back, and it is staph. According to the Doctor it is not life threatening. 
Gilkison passed out a packet to the magistrates that included a letter from Southern Health Partners (SHP) proposing a program of medical care for the inmates in the Woodford Detention Center.  Former Director of Fayette County Detention Center Ray Sabbatine and former Franklin County Jailer James Kemper, consultants for SHP, attended the meeting and answered questions from the Fiscal Court about the program and the contract. Gilkison told the Court that one of the issues he liked was the liability it takes off him as the jailer and the Fiscal Court.
Missie Coulter, the Jail administrative assistant, explained the financing of the contract. The contract cost would be about an additional $18,000.00 for the remainder of the current fiscal year. Coulter said that the line item for medical services would require a transfer of money from the salary account. The overall contract cost in this budget year over what the Jail is currently paying for Jail medical services in the current budget year is about $30,000.00. Coulter said that she thought that in the next budget year at least half of the increase would come from the reduction in staff or a reduction in other things. The Court would receive only a 3% annual increase if the Court signs a three year contract.  
Magistrate Dotson asked if the program would lower the liability insurance rate.  Ray Sabbatine told the Court that KACo, with the self insurance fund, has been trying not to increase the premiums based upon counties with a partnership with SHP. However, he did not know if there would be a reduction in premiums. SHP would come in and take care of the entire medical needs of the Jail.  SHP hires nurses and doctors and pays for their malpractice insurance and indemnifies the County and jailer on their insurance coverage for malpractice insurance. 
Other items included in the contract included 38 hours of nursing care per week and a cost pool limit, which would mean that SHP would pay for medical expenses outside the jail up to $30,000 per year. 

County Attorney Alan George was given a copy of the contract to review.  Coulter handed out a copy of the contract to the Fiscal Court members for their review for the next meeting. (Attachments)

CMW recommended getting a water treatment company that was recommended by the company that installed the system.

Smith reported that the County bought a mini school bus approximately four years ago to transport senior citizens.  The bus is sitting on the Road Department lot and is not being used by the County.

A Safety Committee Hearing Conservation Program, which is part of the safety handbook that is being put together, was handed out for the Court’s review for the next meeting.
Animal Control – Susan Jones
There were no questions from the Court for the animal control director.

Jack Jouett House – Michael Lynch

Lynch reported that the American Home Funeral event on Saturday, October 20, 2007 was well attended and the feedback was outstanding.  There will be a Veterans Day Ceremony on November 11, 2007 at 2:00 p.m.

Deputy Patrick Shyrock attended the meeting for Sheriff Wayne Wright.

Police – Chief Johnny Wilhoit
Chief Wilhoit reported that at the end of the first quarter of the fiscal year, the police department has spent 23.7% of their budget. The police drug operation confiscated two vehicles valued up to $30,000 that are being converted into two police vehicles.  He was told by several magistrates that they appreciate his immediate response when they call him.

AARC’s Recommendation to Form a Woodford Co. Rural Land Board

12.
A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve that the Woodford County Fiscal Court create and approve a Woodford County Rural Land Management Ad-Hoc Exploratory Committee to investigate and report to the Fiscal Court as to any possible benefits to be gained by the creation of a Woodford County Rural Land Management Board, such as currently exists in Fayette County, which Board, if approved, would establish a program to preserve and manage agricultural, rural and natural lands.  The Ad-Hoc Committee should be comprised of applicants chosen from a pool as a result of an advertisement to be placed in the Woodford Sun.  The Committee should have seven members: two from the local Farm Bureau, two local business owners, a realtor, a developer, and a citizen-at-large.  Applicants should be nominated for appointment by the Judge/Executive, with approval by the Fiscal Court.  The group would serve as an unpaid, volunteer organization with the express purpose and goal of providing the Woodford County Fiscal Court with a detailed report as concerns the propriety of establishing a formal Rural Land Management Plan for Woodford County.

Field Turf at the County Stadium – Woodford County School Board
Tom Tipton, the vice-chair of the Woodford County School Board, attended the meeting to follow up on the discussion of field turf at the last meeting, answer questions and discuss the letter (Attachment) from the Board Chair Rob Bostrom requesting that the Fiscal Court consider two options concerning the Community Park Stadium.
Option 1:  Fiscal Court use its bonding potential to install new turf on the Community Park Stadium estimated at $825,000. The Board’s estimated payment would be approximately $75,000 per year. 

Option 2:  Fiscal Court considers selling the Community Park Stadium to the School Board.  

County Attorney Alan George stated that one of the parties is going to have to take the initiative saying that they are interested in selling or are interested in buying.  The Board gave the Court a figure to lease the stadium, but not one to purchase the property. The Board is the one that needs the football stadium.  The Court is willing to partner as is, and if the desire is to get the field turf, then the School Board needs to initiate that process. The Court can conduct an investigation into the value of the property and not commit itself, but the School Board needs to come back and say we are interested with a dollar figure. 
Board member Mrs. Cleveland said that the Board did not want to spend funds on an appraisal if the Court was not interested in selling the property. Judge Coyle said that it could be addressed in executive session.
