APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 28, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Sabra Garmon) – no financial report was given.  Year End and Quarter End reports will be presented at the next meeting.  Treasurer Garmon reported that the letter was received from the state auditor’s office approving the use of an outside firm for the county’s audit.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long informed the court that he will be retiring effective July 31, 2016.  
2. 

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel announced that the River Sweep will be held July 23rd from 9:00 am. until 12:00 p.m. at the Clifton Boat Dock.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court about an issue with detention basins located
in Charmac and The Colony.  Mr. Smith asked the court for direction on how to handle the situation
regarding the maintenance of these detention basins.  Squire Reed offered to make contact with the
property owners and the issue will be placed on the next agenda for possible resolution.  


Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler informed the court of the next Local Emergency Management Planning Committee Meeting, which will be held Thursday, July 14th at noon. Also, the Bluegrass Emergency Response Team assisted in Clark County on July 4th.  AlertSense is up and running and he does not see any barriers to losing Everbridge the first week of August. Mr. Chandler also reported that a revised budget has been submitted for the severe repetitive loss grant, since 3 of the 5 property appraisals came in higher than originally budgeted.  There is a 6th property owner that is not participating, which should make up the difference in the budgeted amounts.  Lastly, three grants have been applied for totaling almost $180,000
, with the largest of the three grants being for communication equipment.  Also making up the $180,000 is a $48,000 grant for an equipment hauler and a $28,000 grant for courthouse security improvements.
Jouett House Director, Jill Roseberry informed the court that the marker dedication ceremony was held June 18th with approximately 100 guests in attendance.  The next event at the Jack Jouett House is Matthew Harris Jouett Day and will be held August 6th at 2:00 p.m.  
REPORTS FROM SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Personnel Committee - Duncan Gardiner, reported that the ad for the Ambulance Director position has been published.  The cut off date for applications is July 15th.  The committee will be scheduling a meeting soon to discuss applications received as well as to discuss the soon to be vacant Maintenance Director position.

Safety Committee – Judge/Executive Coyle reported that the Safety Committee met and discussed options for better securing the courthouse.  As a result of the meeting, the committee made the following suggestions to the court:

· Immediate Implementation

· Lock all doors except entrance located near Sheriff’s Office

· Direct all visitors to the courthouse to use the entrance near the Sheriff’s Office

· Display signage on all doors alerting visitors to use the entrance near the Sheriff’s Office
·   Future Implementation

· Set aside $30,000 for future courthouse security upgrades including metal detectors at Sheriff’s entrance and qualified personnel to monitor metal detectors and entrance.
