APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 9, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No report presented. 
Maintenance Director, David Long made a request on behalf of the City of Versailles for the courthouse to be open on the evening of December 5th for the Tree Lighting festivities to be held in the Community Room, in addition to the traditional Christmas Parade being held downtown Versailles on the first Saturday of December.  The second part of the request is to also have the courthouse open from 12:00 noon to 8:00 p.m. on December 6th for the use of the bathrooms.
In response to the court’s request for Director Long to report back to the court regarding if the extended warranty for the new air conditioning compressor that was installed at the Detention Center on August 29th is a full warranty or pro-rated warranty, Long reported the extended warranty that was quoted for $1,518 would be for year 2 through 5 and would cover only parts.  A motion was made by Squire Reed to purchase the extended warranty for the compressor unit at the cost of $1,518; motion was not carried due to there being no second made to the motion.  Judge/Executive stated this amount of $1,518 would be removed from the bill list and corrected by the finance officer.  
Squire Craig made the suggestion that a maintenance contract be considered for the Detention Center air conditioning units in lieu of an extended warranty because when yearly maintenance is performed on air conditioning units, money is saved in the long run.  Judge/Executive Coyle directed Director Long to convey this direction from the court to Jailer Jones.    
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported to the court the Household Hazardous Waste event held on Saturday, September 20th was a very successful event.  Last year 253 vehicles came through the Recycling Center depositing household hazardous waste.  With a 54% increase this year, there were 389 vehicles that continued coming through until 9:00 p.m. that evening.  Director McDaniel thanked the court for allowing her to apply for this grant and expressed her hope this could be continued every year.
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith made a request to the court to purchase an extended warranty on the excavator that was bought last year.  This is a five (5) year warranty at the cost of $1,393.33.  Smith stated that he would not be asking for additional funds to meet this expenditure because he felt he could pay this amount from his existing budget.  
1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the purchase of an extended five (5) year warranty in the amount of $1,393.33 for the excavator purchased last year for the Road Department.

Smith reported to the court the plasma cutter is not operational and has not been for a while.  The repair bill that is currently owed to Owens Repair, a company in Louisville, is in the amount of $225.  Smith’s recommendation to the court is to allow him to surplus this plasma cutter by relinquishing it to Owen’s Repair for the cost of the bill.   With the intention of purchasing another plasma cutter next calendar year in this fiscal year with an extended four (4) year warranty for $1,006, Squire Webber suggested that he report back to the court the difference of what it would cost to purchase a new plasma cutter versus the lease of this piece of equipment.  
2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request made by County Engineer Buan Smith to surplus the plasma cutter to Owen’s Repair Service for a $225 value, which is the amount owed for recent repairs made to this piece of equipment.

Lastly, County Road Engineer Buan Smith made a request for the court to approve the purchase of a new concrete mixer because the mixer the county has used for the past 19 years is not operational and cannot be repaired.  The quotes presented to the court are $3,246.20 for a Multiquip brand and $3,577.50 for a Toro brand.  Smith’s recommendation was to purchase the $3,246.20, but with the contingency that he would opt to purchase the concrete mixer with the most beneficial warranty.  
3. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mark McDonald to approve the request made by County Engineer Buan Smith to purchase a new concrete mixer, which would be one of the following two, contingent upon which mixer would have the most beneficial warranty:  a Multiquip mixer for $3,246.20 or a Tora mixer for $3,577.50.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced the tremendous success of the Native Tree Walk that was held on September 13th with Dr. William Fountain performing the dedication.  The brochure that was distributed to the court will be made available in the Visitor’s Center and in the brochure boxes outside so that if someone wants to enjoy the grounds when Janice is not there, they would have access to this information so they can take advantage of the Native Tree Walk.  Regarding the upcoming Frontier Day Event that is being held on October 2nd and 3rd, there will be 400 fourth graders, teachers and chaperones welcomed from Huntertown, Northside, Simmons, Southside, St. Leo and the Versailles Montessori Schools.  The students will be able to learn about the Kentucky Long Hunters, home skills of spinning, frontier music, Native American life and be able to participate in an interactive tour of the historic buildings.  Once again, the Woodford County Heritage Committee has donated toward the cost of the school buses for transporting students to Frontier Day for that day in the amount of $750.  Lastly, Janice has been invited to speak at the annual meeting of the First Families of Kentucky on October 11th, which will be accompanied with the promise of a $500 grant for the Jack Jouett House.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
Squire Craig – submitted an invoice in the amount of $1,050 for reimbursement to the Woodford County Fire Protection District for the maintenance expense they incurred on the Jaws of Life.  Squire Craig made this request with the reference this reimbursement is to be made in compliance to the  agreement the fiscal court made with the Woodford County Fire Protection District.  
Squire Dotson – gave a tribute to Woodford County for having such a fine asset, Falling Springs Recreation Center.  During his arrival to a candidates’ forum recently held at Falling Springs Theatre, he noticed three ballfields were being used, tennis courts were occupied, a cross-country meet was being held, a Little League football game was being played, all in addition to the interested citizens that attended the candidates’ forum.  
Squire McDonald – announced through the following prepared statement to the court that he had been ruled ineligible to remain on the ballot as a candidate for magistrate in the 7th District for the November General Election by the Woodford County Circuit Court, Judge Rob Johnson:  

“While I respect the decision made by Judge Johnson, I believe that due to the confusion within the courthouse as to whether the maps were in force at the time of signing my Intent to Run, the decision is unfair to me personally and to the voters of the 7th District.  All powers within the courthouse were under the assumption that the signing of my papers were legal.  After consultation and consideration of running as a write-in candidate, I have decided against running as I believe that write-in candidates are at a disadvantage and are confusing for the voters.  While I appreciate the court’s support, I will not be on the ballot as a write-in candidate for magistrate of the 7th District.  I have enjoyed my time on the court since being appointed by Governor Beshear and feel I have served the 7th District to the best of my ability and I will continue to do so until the end of my term this year.”
County Attorney Alan George -  stated that because the City Council of Versailles has made a recent amendment to their Clean Indoor Air Regulation Ordinance, he proposes to get a copy of this amended ordinance for the court’s review prior to the last fiscal court meeting in October so the court would be prepared to enact such an ordinance for Woodford County, if the court is so inclined to do so.  
Judge/Executive Coyle -  announced the fiscal court’s notice of termination of Woodford County Emergency Management Services to the City of Versailles and City of Midway would be mailed by the end of the month.  Additionally, a copy of this termination letter will be sent to all members of the court.
