APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Public Hearing and Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of April 14, 2015.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

The court welcomed students from Woodford County High School, who were attending the meeting through Woodford Leadership.

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 4/27/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $2,248,529.51, less a bill list of $144,790.31, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,674,180.19. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that we are still below what we have been the previous years and asked that departments continue to be diligent with their spending.  Treasurer Wilson also handed out a document that shows the county’s long-term liabilities.  While the sheet shows $7.6 million in debt, that figure can be adjusted down since we aren’t responsible for 100% of all debt listed, such as the Annex, Agriculture Building, and Falling Springs. 

Lastly, Treasurer Wilson handed out the Quarter End Financial Report for the court to review.  This report will be on the agenda for acceptance at the May 12, 2015 Fiscal Court meeting. 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker made a recommendation to enter into an agreement with Bluegrass Community Hospital for patient transport.  The rate is set at the Fiscal Court rate and is set arbitrarily for all facilities with no opportunity for negotiation.  A letter stating these terms will be prepared by County Attorney Alan George.

Director Shewmaker also referenced a letter he received asking for a reduction in an ambulance bill.  The recommendation was made to not reduce the bill and to advise the patient to just pay what they can monthly.  No vote was needed since no action was taken. 
Lastly, Director Shewmaker handed out a Memorandum of Agreement between The Kentucky Community and Technical College System(KCTCS) and Woodford County Emergency Medical Services.  KCTCS would like us to be a preceptor site for EMT classes.  This would allow the EMT student to have a field internship of sorts with the Woodford County EMS team.  County Attorney Alan George has reviewed the MOA as to form, not to policy and advised Director Shewmaker to request a copy of the declarations page which states the student has his or her own insurance.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark informed the court of the following events and activities occurring at the Jack Jouett House:

· Outdoor exhibits continue to be expanded in order to do a better job of interpreting Jack Jouett as a leading frontier Kentucky agriculturist.

· The Herbalist Club has begun the installation of a fruitery thanks to grants received from the Woodford County Conservation District and Down to Earth Garden Club of Lexington.  The fruitery will have fruit trees and berry patches.

· The Herbalists Club has scheduled their annual Garden Replanting Work Night for Monday, May 4, 2015.
· The Heritage Committee’s tree committee has purchased and planted several trees and plaques to replace trees that were damaged this past winter.
· Saturday May 9th  at 2:00 will be Kentucky Witness Trees II: Guided Tree Walk.  This will give patrons an opportunity to explore the recently completed arboretum and University of Kentucky Arboriculture Specialist Dr. William Fountan will conduct a guided tour of the Native Tree Walk.  The Heritage Committee will be dedicating the American Elm tree purchased and planted in Dr. Fountain’s honor as a show of gratitude for his assistance in creating the arboretum.  The Heritage Committee also plans to donate $200 to the Frontier Day Book Project in honor of Dr. Fountain.

Jailer, Michele Rankin reported that the Detention Center has received several calls regarding the trash
pickup program and since it has finally stopped raining, they hope to go down Ford’s Mill by the end of
the week.  She asked that calls regarding trash pickup be directed to her.  It has also been decided to
have a smaller scale garden this year due to lack of equipment.

County Clerk, Sandra Jones reported that the new tally election computer that was approved in
January has dual display capability.  Each MBB card that is being read on election night by the
new tally election computer would allow the votes to be displayed on the courthouse monitor by
the Sheriff’s office as well as the other five locations throughout the county.  There is a $550 one- time
cost for the wiring to use this capability.  Current monitor locations in addition to the one at the
courthouse include Falling Springs, Chamber of Commerce, Marathon, McDonald’s, and the Woodford
County Humane Society.  It was decided to look into the matter further before the November election.
EDA Chairman, John Soper reported that there is a new sign at Versailles Industrial Park.  Ruggles
Sign Company agreed to do the sign at their cost.  The EDA is currently working with three new clients.
They have been been very active in showing the Midway property as well as the property on Big Sink
Pike. They are also working with three current companies within the county that are expanding.  In

addition, Peristyle, LLC, who is doing the Old Taylor Project, has been able to secure a master distiller
and have mentioned returning to the court with a different plan for funding assistance.
