Jack Jouett House 2006 Report – Sandy Marting and Janice Clark

Marting thanked the Fiscal Court members for their support.  She gave out a 2006 Jack Jouett House packet, and told the Fiscal Court that the 225th Anniversary of Jack Jouett’s Ride was used as a marketing tool.  The goal was to develop awareness of the museum. This event has proved that the Jack Jouett House is a place that people are interested in and a viable tourist attraction/museum for our County.  Marting, also, reported on the $250,000.00 that the State has appropriated for the Jack Jouett House. The committee will be submitting a budget to the Fiscal Court listing the items for State funding.  Items that will be in the budget will be the following:  a prefab building - They have met with a contractor that puts together prefab buildings, and have found that they can get a building on the site for the same price as rental of a trailer; sidewalks - They have selected a sidewalk and will be getting an estimate; executive director - They have done the research for an executive director salary, and have a plan for advertising for the position. They will be coming back to the Fiscal Court with a budget with estimates and proposals for the projects. After the budget is approved by the Fiscal Court, it will be submitted to the State for approval for the $250,000.00 funding.

Buan Smith updated the Fiscal Court on some of the maintenance issues at the Jack Jouett House.

Drain problem under the Jouett House – The drain under the house is working. The leaves are falling and covering over the drain, and someone needs to keep the leaves out.

Water that is coming into the caretaker house and the women’s restrooms - Suggested re-grading around the house.

Septic System – Suggested looking at redoing the walkways and considering re-grading the area between the drive and the Jouett House to catch the water before it gets to the house. Consider redoing the drains, because they are thirty years old.  A motion was made during regular session under Department Heads.

Proposal for New Softball Field  at County Park – Les Anderson/Rick Wade
Anderson reported that he had a notarized letter from the Woodford County School Board.  County Attorney Alan George read the letter to the Fiscal Court.  The letter said that a motion was made at the last School Board meeting, which gives permission to the softball boosters to raise funds for improvement and creation of the baseball/softball field at the County Park facilities with the understanding that any funds raised cannot be under the name of Woodford County Schools. The Board of Education endorsed the proposal for a new softball complex. County Attorney Alan George asked Falling Springs Director Richard Pictor to discuss how this would practically unfold by explaining what is already in place and what would need to be done.  Pictor explained that the usage agreement to maintain the fields is in place with the Woodford County School Board. The agreement expires June 30, 2007.  Something new in the agreement would have to be worked out to include the new baseball/softball field. The High School program would use the facility during their season, and the Parks and Recreation would use the facility at the other times of the year. George told the Fiscal Court that the new Fiscal Court will have to take a close look at the agreement with the School Board and evaluate the overall agreement so that it is fair and reasonable price for use and maintenance of the athletic facilities at the County Park.

Communications
Magistrates
Jim Staples expressed his concern that during the last years that he has been a magistrate, there have been slow a progress of the land sales at the Midway Station Industrial Park. He said that the Fiscal Court has paid over $750,000 in interest payments for the Midway Station.  He asked County Attorney Alan George to review the agreement between the EDA, the Fiscal Court and the Midway City Council, which has the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Midway making interest payments for the Midway Station.  He said that he understood that the Midway City Council did not make its last interest payment.  He asked if Midway did not make their payment, then did that make the agreement null and void, allowing the Fiscal Court to withdraw from the agreement. Larry Craig, EDA member and elected magistrate, pointed out that the EDA made the interest payment for Midway, and Midway budgeted the next interest payment. Alan George said that he was of the opinion that the agreement is still valid since the interest payment was made. Staples asked that the Fiscal Court take some measure that progress is made at the Midway Station.  Staples asked that the new Judge/Executive appoint a new committee to get things done. County Attorney Alan George agreed to look at the agreement. Judge Gormley asked the Fiscal Court to be careful about dissolving the agreement because of the $1,250,000.00 grant that is coming from the State.  

Carl Rollins said that the Fiscal Court does not need to void the contract but to re-negotiate the contract. Buddy McDannold applauded Staples for bringing it up, but thought the Fiscal Court needed to first get the $1, 250,000.00 from the State. 

Bobby Gaffney reported that there are new railroad tracks out by the Post Office. He asked if the City is going to extend the black top on both sides.  Judge Gormley said that he talked to the Mayor who asked if Road Engineer Buan Smith could flatten it out more.  Smith said that  it will need to be milled and done over, and he is working with RJ Corman.
County Attorney – Alan George

Carl Rollins reported that he had a request for the County to take action on liquor by the drink sales on Sunday when New Years Eve falls on a Sunday. Judge Gormley reported that the City of Versailles is not considering this.  George was concerned that the Fiscal Court turned down a Sunday liquor sales ordinance a year ago, and that the issue has not been publicized.  
16.
A motion was made by Rollins to approve directing County Attorney Alan George to draft an ordinance to allow Sunday liquor sales on Sunday from 6-12 p.m. when New Years Eve falls on a Sunday.  The motion included approving an ad on December 7, 2006 to notify the public, have a first reading on December 12, 2006 and have a second reading on December 19, 2006.

MOTION DIED FOR LACK OF A SECOND
County Attorney Alan George reported that the Woodford County Board of Elections met, and took preliminary steps to renumber and rename the voter precincts to make the precincts more voter friendly.  The approach is going to be to make the precinct numbers align with the magisterial districts, and the precinct names will be based on the actual physical location of the voting polling places.  The new system should be in place by the May election. The board is also considering redrawing boundary lines to make it more proportionate. The State Board will have to approve the boundary lines.
