APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of October 28, 2014 and the Special Fiscal Court Meeting of November 13, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,063,843.06, less a bill list of $63,375.84, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,570,908.03. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that cash is lower than last year, but above two years ago.  Last year’s increase in cash was due to the collection of occupational taxes, so we are in line with previous years.  
Ambulance Assistant Director, Freeman Bailey reported to the court that the Ambulance Department is currently using the billing company SDI for ambulance billing, however, SDI has partnered with a company called ESO to do the software side of the business.  SDI will absorb the full cost of migrating to ESO with the exception of approximately $4,000 that has been set aside in the budget for the interface system that will allow the county’s monitors to talk to the software and upload the medical records for a person directly to their chart.  
1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the Ambulance Department’s migration to ESO for their software management and the cost of $4,000 for the interface system. (Attachment)

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court of a request from some residents in the Edmonds Cross area that the intersection at Marsailles Rd. and Huntertown Rd. be made into a 4 way stop.  Being that this is a main road with a lot of traffic that passes through on a daily basis, it was suggested that the county schedule a work session after the first of the year to allow the public the opportunity to give input.  No motion was needed since a work session will be scheduled to determine future plans.
Mr. Smith informed the court that the Railroad Museum asked to be included in the directional signs at Falling Springs and the park rules sign has been discussed with Rich Pictor.  The signs will be put up as soon as the green material is received to complete them.   
Sheriff, Wayne Wright handed out the 2015 proposed budget for the Sheriff’s Department.  The suggestion was made to table the vote on the budget until January so the current and incoming magistrates have a chance to review it and ask any questions they may have. 

Coroner, Ronald Owens informed the court that he received one bid from Bob Hook Chevrolet in the amount of $23,262 for the Coroner’s van.  In addition to the initial cost, the van will have to be fabricated to fit the Coroner’s needs.  The estimated cost of fabrication is $11,000, which will still cost less than the $35,000 budgeted for the van.  Mr. Owens does not believe the cost of the van and fabrication will exceed $34,000.

5. A motion was made by Bones Webber and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the purchase of the Coroner’s van from Bob Hook Chevrolet and the fabrication needed to fit the Coroner’s needs. (Attachment)

County Attorney Alan George explained to the court the proposed agreement between Woodford County, the City of Versailles, and the City of Midway regarding the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Emergency Management Services.  The parties agreed that the County would rescind the December 31, 2014 termination date under the condition that the cities would pay their deficiencies in full by December 31, 2014 and then pay as per the original “per capita” definition for the first three months of 2014.  During that time, the county will work with both city councils to try and formulate a new agreement beginning July 1, 2015.  If an agreement cannot be reached in that 3-month timeframe, the city may pay the figure for the final three months that it had been paying prior to this short-term resolution.
