APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of May 27, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,075,034.13, less the bill list of $162,127.51, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,665,995.15. 
Maintenance Director, David Long requested permission to surplus the Jeep Cherokee that has been used in his department for some time and advertise for bids to be taken for this vehicle.  The Sheriff offered to loan one of his vehicles and later transfer one of their previously used vehicles to the Maintenance Department to eliminate any expense to the county.

Director Clark presented the court with a $446 check that represents the revenue from the jar money, catalogue sales and the donation received from the Bluegrass Cycling Club for hosting the rest stop on May 1st.  

Chief Deputy Jailer, Michele Rankin informed the court of the need for a new garbage disposal at the Detention Center.  Rankin obtained the following three quotes:  Disponette quoted $4,204, Gardiner Plumbing quoted $2,400, and an online company, Waste Marshal Garbage Disposal Company, quoted $1,500, which would require a labor charge and Berger Plumbing has quoted $200 to install the garbage disposal.  The recommendation given by Rankin was to allow her to purchase the online garbage disposal for $1,500 with the $200 installation charge for a total of $1,700 with the request to be reimbursed when the invoice is submitted.

Squire Dotson announced that it has come to his attention that the cemetery on Simmons Street is always locked and some of the citizens would like to be able to enter the cemetery during Memorial Day or other times of the year. ●
the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Versailles agree that the bond payments for the Falling Springs facility be funded at 50% by the Woodford County Fiscal Court and 50% by the City of Versailles based on the current agreement.  When the bond agreement expires, the payment ratio will be 55% paid by the Woodford County Fiscal Court and 45% paid by the City of Versailles;

●
the Parks and Recreation budget, which includes Falling Springs, is to be funded at 55% by the Woodford County Fiscal Court and 45% by the City of Versailles for operation and capital expenses;
●
a long-term agreement is to be finalized between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Versailles as soon as possible to consummate the terms mentioned as well as future capital projects; and

●
any new development for capital projects on the county’s newly acquired 211 acres is to be approved by both parties before funding at the 55/45%.
