REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,767,411.72, less the bill list of $472,367.04, less the payroll of $254,788.62, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,615,758.86.  

Treasurer Wilson distributed the Quarter End Financial Report to all members of the court for their review, and stated that she would be requesting their acceptance of this report into the record at the subsequent fiscal court meeting.
Standing Committee Reports:  

Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that Pattie Wilson, Planning Director of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Planning and Zoning Commission, would be making a report on the status of the Land and Conservation Fund grant available through the Department of Local Government Grant Program for the Huntertown Community Park. 
Ms. Wilson reported that from 2003 to 2010 the fiscal court acquired 22 plus parcels of property known as the Huntertown Community which became two streets, Huntertown Community East and West.  It was through a CDBG grant that some of the properties were acquired along with other fiscal court monies.  In October of 2008, Ms. Wilson worked with the Kentucky Forestry Department to receive a forest stewardship plan for the existing woodlands.  The property was re-zoned from R-3, medium density residential, to a zone that would only allow the property to be used as an open air park with the only structures being restroom facilities.  The funds are depleted  for the TEA21 Transportation Enhancement grant that was originally applied for; however, Ms. Wilson is preparing the grant application through the Land and Conservation Fund in the amount of $75,000 which would require a match with in-kind  services or local funds.  This grant would require that a public hearing be held prior to the application deadline of April 30, 2012.  Consequently, Ms. Wilson proposed a public hearing date of April 24, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. and a meeting for any interested party at the Huntertown Community site April 23, 2012 at 3:00 p.m.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve and authorize Pattie Wilson to proceed with the process of submitting a grant application to the Land and Conservation Fund in the amount of $75,000 which would require a match with in-kind  services or local funds, schedule a public hearing for April 24, 2012 at 6:30 p.m.,  and schedule a meeting on the site for April 23, 2012 at 3:00 p.m. for any and all interested parties.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz responded to the Squire Craig’s comment regarding an emergency shelter in Midway by stating he would contact Red Cross to inquire about setting up a Red Cross shelter there.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador made reference to the end of the season site data report and stated there were approximately 700 more visitors this year than last year.  There have been three group tours:  Leadership Central Kentucky toured on March 21st, Cub Scouts on March 27th, and the Cottage Gardeners on April 5th.  The silhouette program held by Tim Arnold brought approximately 75 people and pets on March 23rd and 24th.  The Woodford County School’s Fourth Grade Frontier Day is scheduled for April 19th and 20th from 9:00 to 12:00.  This is one of the signature events of the year and Marvo Entertainment is going to be there on that Friday to film during the event.  
Lastly, Meador reported that they were awarded a $500 environmental grant with the Woodford County Conservation District  that will enable them to further develop and expand the herb garden at the site.  
Woodford County Jailer, John Jones submitted his proposed 2012-2013 budget for the court’s review and requested the formula so an amount could be calculated for the trash accumulated per mile, per bag, per man-hour.  Sherri McDaniel of the Recycling Center, stated she would tabulate all of these categories when she receives the quarterly trash pick-up report from Jailer Jones. 

Jailer Jones stated that at this time, trash pick-ups were scheduled for March and April and again  in September and October, but he would schedule additional pick-ups if more hours are needed.

Approval of the Versailles High School Goalpost Memorial request.  The court received a letter from Ken Alexander, coordinator for the VHS Goal Post Memorial, on behalf of Steve Stonebraker, head football coach at the Woodford County High School.  Coach Stonebraker is requesting the eastern goalpost that was salvaged from the Memorial Field to be preserved and installed at the Community Stadium as a symbol of the historical continuity between the athletic heritage of Versailles High School and that of the Woodford County High School.  It is the desire of the WCHS football program to dedicate the goalpost in honor of the 1962 Versailles High School football team on the occasion of that team’s celebration of their 50th anniversary of their winning the Kentucky State High School Football Championship.  The site plan suggests the goal be installed over the sidewalk at the entrance of the stadium near the ticket office.  This would allow football fans to walk under the uprights as they enter the facility and be reminded of the athletic history of Woodford County.
