APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 24, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,482,315.86, a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, and an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,520,756.67.  This balance is $177,000 more than last year and a 1.17% variance over budget.  
Treasurer Wilson made a request of Judge/Executive Coyle to appoint a Finance Committee to assist in reviewing the Request for Proposals that were received by three local banks that are interested in hosting the county deposits.  The members of the court who were appointed to serve on the Finance Committee with Treasurer Wilson are Judge/Executive Coyle, Squires Webber and Finnell.   
Maintenance Director, David Long reported three bid prices he has received to replace the pump station at the county park.  One company quoted $16,000 and another company had two quotes:  $9,468 (Myers pump with three year warranty) and $6,684 (Liberty pump with a one year warranty). Since one of the companies has installed several of the Liberty pumps in Scott County, Squire Webber made the recommendation to Director Long to talk to someone in Scott County to see what their experience has been with this particular pump and report back.  In the meantime, Judge/Executive Coyle, Mayor Traugott, Mitzi Delius and Director Long are meeting at the county park to verify the sewer line drawings are correct and these lines are already hooked into the city sewer lines.  
Additionally, Director Long requested approval to have the carpets cleaned in the courthouse and annex building at the approximate cost of $2,813.  The cleaning cost of the annex building will be reimbursed by the Administrative Office of the Courts, and all the carpets will be cleaned after business hours.

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel informed the court of the 13th Annual Kentucky River Sweep that will be held on Saturday, July 19th at 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon with free River Sweep t-shirts, gloves and bags being provided.  All debris that is collected during this voluntary community project will be disposed of by the Recycling Center.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz provided an update on the Everbridge Emergency Alert System along with a recommendation that the county continues to fund this alert system.  At this time, only 4% of the county population have signed up to receive these time-sensitive messages that notify the public of critical information relating to emergencies such as severe weather, unexpected road closures, missing persons and evacuations of buildings or neighborhoods.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that she and Nick Laracuente, Archeology Project Manager, met with six Boy Scout Leaders to make plans for the archeology merit badge clinic.  Also, Ms. Clark has met with the Kentucky Historical Society Professional Services Administrator and their coordinator of interns and Americor volunteers this past week to gain knowledge and assistance in creating a possible internship position at the Jack Jouett House.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of the impending danger of pedestrians being on U.S. 62 Tyrone Bridge that is parallel to Young’s High Bridge between Anderson and Woodford Counties.  Recently there has been a number of pedestrians who walk onto Tyrone Bridge to watch the participants who are bungee-jumping off of Young’s High Bridge over the Kentucky River.   Sheriff Wright made a request that the court authorize a letter of request to be sent to the Department of Transportation to ask if a sign(s) could be placed on the Woodford County side of Tyrone Bridge    stating that “Absolutely No Loitering is Allowed on U.S. 62 Tyrone Bridge.”  
2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Duncan Gardiner to approve the request made by Sheriff Wright for the court to forward a letter to the Department of Transportation to request a sign(s) to be placed on the Woodford County side of Tyrone Bridge stating that “Absolutely No Loitering is Allowed on U.S. 62 Tyrone Bridge.”

Squire Gardiner, Chair of the Parks and Recreation Department Committee stated that this committee has not met formally, but there has been discussion about the number of appointments made to the Parks and Recreation Board.  The general consensus was to have 11 appointments with six appointees from the county and five appointees from the City of Versailles.  Squire Gardiner and County Attorney Alan George discussed the status of the draft of the long-term agreement that would incorporate all the items that were previously discussed.  This agreement will be drafted by City Attorney Bill Moore and County Attorney Alan George and presented to the committee for review.
