APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court of a change to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of November 25, 2014.  On page 3, Gerald Dotson was listed as voting aye on Ordinance 2014-14; however, Squire Dotson was not present at the November 25 meeting.  This item has been amended in the minutes.  Judge/Executive Coyle called for any other additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of November 25, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,451,139.23, less a bill list of $201,304.47, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,820,275.57. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that cash is lower than the previous 2 years but reminded the court that the cash balance was higher last year due to occupational taxes collected.  A $275,000 reimbursement has been requested from the State that will bring our cash balance closer to last year, but care is still needs to be taken with expenditures.

Treasurer Wilson requested approval from the court to apply for a credit card from Kentucky Bank with a $5,000 limit.  This will allow departments to complete internet purchases for items and book hotel rooms for conferences without employees having to pay out of pocket and be reimbursed.  The credit card will be kept in a locked cabinet and all receipts and backup documentation will be required any time a purchase is made.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court that all except one set of directional signs have been installed at the County Park, with the last set being installed after trench work is completed for gas lines to the Food Pantry.  The bills for the special sheeting have been paid and Mr. Smith requested that the $695.43 cost for the sheeting be transferred back into the miscellaneous road materials line item.

2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mark McDonald to transfer $695.43 back into the Miscellaneous Road Materials line item.

Mr. Smith informed the court that the county has received noticed from the state regarding the load rating of the bridge on Shryock’s Ferry Rd.  The state is recommending a 3 ton limit on the bridge, which is the lowest bridge rating the county has ever had.  A 3 ton limit would not allow county ambulances, fire trucks, or construction equipment to cross over the bridge.  This bridge serves 3 residents and is a main route for the City to get to the pump station at the river.  Mr. Smith asked the court for direction on how to proceed.  It was determined that the bridge needs to be fixed to bring the load limit up and Mr. Smith will contact the County Road Aid Department at the Transportation Cabinet to inquire about State Emergency Assistance. 

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that the City of Versailles and the City of Midway are now current with the Emergency Management budget and the county is now back in an interlocal agreement with the two cities.  Mr. Slugantz requested that 14 line items that were adjusted previously due to the anticipated shortfall be moved back to the budget for expenditures.  The total amount adjusted for the 14 line items was $17,222 and covered items such as utilities, deputies pay, equipment, and certification classes.  

3. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Bones Webber to move the $17,222 back into the budget for ¾ of the year and readjust as needed in March pending a new agreement with the cities of Versailles and Midway.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark informed the court that Academy students at Woodford County High School were holding an open house to showcase curriculum and lesson plans created about Captain Jack Jouett that will eventually be on the Jack Jouett House website.  This curriculum is aimed at 4th and 5th grade students studying Kentucky and American History and will allow the Jack Jouett House to reach a larger audience.  The students have plans next semester to create materials for a downloadable app on historic markers for the Kentucky Historical Society and to organize and update the research files at the Jouett House.  Ms. Clark expressed her appreciation of the partnership the Jack Joett House has built with Woodford County Schools.
The Woodford County Heritage Committee will welcome 4 new members in January and is having a dinner to welcome these members on January 27th at 5:30 in the community room at the courthouse.
