APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of June 25, 2013. Squire Gardiner requested clarification be made on the Personnel Order to clearly distinguish the department of the newly hired employee. With this one correction being made and hearing no other, the minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No report given
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported the date of the annual River Sweep being scheduled for July 20, 2013 at the Clifton Boat Dock from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon.   The tentative date for the Household Hazardous Waste event is October 19, 2013.   Ms. McDaniel displayed a copy of the newly computerized invoice that will be produced for the public at the front check-in.  Additionally, discussion followed regarding a potential glass recycling program.  The containment block and hoppers have been purchased with the grant money; however, the conveyor is still needed for this program.  A follow-up report will given regarding any progress made in this direction.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported to the court that she will be staffing a Jack Jouett House information table at the Historical Society in Frankfort for the Kentucky History Educational Conference that will be attended by over 100 teachers across Kentucky.  The Jack Jouett House will be marketed both as a destination for field trips and also through cross curricular lesson plans, the story of Jack Jouett and his Woodford County home will be taught in classrooms across the state.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of two properties that are in violation of the weed ordinance; one homeowner cannot be located and the second homeowner has filed bankruptcy.  Sheriff Wright requested permission for the Road Department to mow these two properties.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Sheriff Wright for the Road Department to mow the two reported properties that are in violation of the weed ordinance.

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Personnel Committee – on behalf of the Personnel Committee, Squire Gardiner reported on the following three items discussed during the July 2, 2012 committee meeting:
(a) Jack Jouett House tenant requirements – no decision was made to accomplish a working agreement between the fiscal court and the Heritage Committee as far as the requirements for the tenant that lives on the Jack Jouett House property. 

(b)    Jack Jouett House Director’s job description regarding mandatory attendance at certain meetings – the recommendation made by the committee is to require the director to attend all Woodford County Heritage Committee meetings, Woodford County Fiscal Court meetings at least monthly to report on site status, and Woodford County Chamber of Commerce and Tourism meetings when necessary.  

2. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the recommendation made by the Personnel Committee to amend Item No. 14 of the job description of the executive director of the Jack Jouett House Historical Site and Museum to require the director attends all Woodford County Heritage Committee meetings, Woodford County Fiscal Court meetings at least monthly to report on site status, and Woodford County Chamber of Commerce and Tourism meetings when necessary.

(c)  Revise the educational assistance tuition reimbursement guidelines as follows (additions to policy are italicized and strikethroughs are deletions):
“Educational Assistance – Career Development. Woodford County may pay for training development classes for its employees in an effort to enhance their professional and personal growth and to improve the efficiency and the effectiveness of the county’s programs and operations.  The county’s ability to provide for this training will depend upon the availability of funds.  Participation in career development programs must be approved in advance by the County Judge/Executive.  
Educational Assistance Tuition Reimbursement. Employees who have been employed for a minimum of one year are eligible to apply for assistance with tuition through this policy.  The availability of this benefit will depend on the county’s availability of funds.  Employees desiring to enroll in courses of study at local educational institutions and desiring tuition reimbursement should make a written request to the county judge executive prior to enrollment of such courses.  The request should include the purpose, relevance to the job, cost, dates, and name of the institution to be attended.  Approval by the judge/executive or his designee will be determined based on the Woodford County Fiscal Court’s availability of funds, the accreditation of the institution, and the relevance of the coursework to approved county occupations the employee’s current position or department.  Some examples of the approved curriculum are:  business, computer, accounting, management, and paramedical.  When the request has been reviewed and deemed appropriate, the county judge executive will bring the request to the fiscal court for final approval.  
Tuition reimbursement will be processed on a semester-to-semester basis upon successful completion of the coursework and  presentation of the transcript or certificate of grades from the educational institution.  Reimbursement will be in accordance with the following schedule: 
Completion with a grade of A = 100% reimbursement; 
Completion with a grade of B = 75% reimbursement; 
Completion with a grade of C = 50% reimbursement.  
Coursework that requires completion of the entire program for credit will be paid 100% if the course is passed.  
The maximum reimbursement annually for all coursework is $2,000.  
Before accepting reimbursement for educational payments from the Woodford County Fiscal Court, employees will be required to sign a letter of intent stating they agree to remain an employee for one full year from the date payments are received or they will reimburse the county for the tuition.  Termination of employment for non-performance and/or misconduct will require a full reimbursement of expenses paid by Woodford County for the preceding year.  Tuition assistance is considered a taxable fringe benefit by the Internal Revenue Service.  All tuition reimbursements will be processed through payroll.”   execute an agreement binding them to remain employed for a minimum of two (2) full years from the date of subject course completion or they shall within 30 days reimburse the county for the tuition cost paid based upon the following schedule:

One year preceding reimbursement – 100% repayment

Two years preceding reimbursement – 50% repayment

Termination of employment for non-performance and/or misconduct will require repayment based on the schedule listed above

Woodford County Fiscal Court will follow IRS guidelines for taxable fringe benefits when applicable.

PROGRAM: 

Presentation from Versailles City Council Members, Ann Miller and Carl Ellis, regarding the Everbridge Mass Notification Company.  Ms. Miller stated that she is aware the Woodford County Fiscal Court approved entering into the Everbridge Mass Notification Company contract with the City of Versailles and the City of Midway contingent upon each governmental agency paying the contract amount of the One Call Notification System on a per capita calculation as stated in the 2009 Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Woodford County Fiscal Court, the City of Versailles and the City of Midway.   Due to there being a difference of $1,500 found by the Versailles City Council because an alternate per capita formula was used, Versailles City Council Members, Ann Miller and Carl Ellis, made a request that the fiscal court approve their request to assume an additional $1,000 in order to consummate the contract.  This request includes an agreement the City of Versailles would pay $500 in addition to the amount stated in the Everbridge contract.  
Discussion followed lead by Squire Gardiner to explain that Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz, used the formula stated in the “Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Versailles, Kentucky, the City of Midway, Kentucky, and Woodford County, Establishing a County-Wide Disaster and Emergency Preparedness, Response, and Recovery Program” of February 17, 2009  and the 2010 Census report whereby the population of the county is 14,523, the City of Versailles is 8,874, and the City of Midway is 1,680, as set out more specifically:   
SECTION 4:  Annually, the Director of the Agency shall submit a program budget request to the Judge-Executive for approval in accordance with policies and procedures.  Each jurisdiction shall be responsible for approving and funding their portion of the Agency’s annual budget based on a per capita amount of $4.00 (currently $4.00 through June 30, 2009, Agency’s portion will use current Census information).  The Woodford County Fiscal Court shall collect and administer all funds, including funds available from state and federal agencies.  

The fiscal court’s vote of June 25, 2013 was to approve funding in the amount of $7,842.42 with the Everbridge Mass Notification Company to provide a notification system to Woodford County with the contingency that Versailles and Midway participate according to the discounted schedule that was presented to the court stipulating a per capita rate of .54  based on the county’s population, the City of Versailles contributing $4,791.96, and the City of Midway contributing $907.20.  County Attorney Alan George advised that in order for the Versailles City Council’s request to be granted, a two-thirds vote of the fiscal court would be necessary to rescind the approved appropriated amount followed by a motion for approval for the new amount.  

Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion to rescind the motion made on June 25, 2013, and hearing no motion, the request made by Versailles City Council Members, Ann Miller and Carl Ellis, was tabled.   
Update from Marjorie Evans regarding Open Records Request.  Ms. Evans expressed here dissatisfaction to the court regarding the Open Records Request she submitted to receive various documents relating to the Woodford County Tourism Commission.  Her complaint will be stated in letters to the State Attorney’s Association, the County Judge’s Association, and the Magistrates Association.  Judge/Executive Coyle’s rebuttal was a reiteration to explain the custodian of records for the fiscal court does not have those particular documents requested by Ms. Evans.  
Presentation from Don Vizi, Executive Director of the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce.  

Mr. Vizi informed the court the Woodford County Twilight Festival is scheduled for August 17, 2013 from 10:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.  The Bourbon Festival is scheduled for October 19, 2013 and the runners will be coming through Versailles between 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m.  Lastly, Representative Andy Barr will be at Ricardo’s Restaurant on Monday, July 15th at 12:00 noon to meet with any interested constituents.   
ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Squire Dotson – announced that he has received a request from one of his constituents to implement an archery range.  A follow-up report will be given to the court subsequent to Squire Dotson’s meeting with Rich Pictor, Executive Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation.  
Squire Gill – stated that the State Fair Committee meeting is Thursday, July 10th at 6:00 p.m. at the AG Resource Building, and donations are still being accepted for the exhibit fund for the Woodford County booth at the State Fair.
