Falling Springs Report -  Director Richard Pictor

Richard Pictor reported that about two months ago KU came to the Parks and Recreation Board with an opportunity to fill in the front of the Park area.  Pictor brought the KU proposal to the Fiscal Court to give them an opportunity to ask questions. Pictor introduced the Kentucky Utilities (KU) Manager Barry Currens. Barry Currens reported on the Coal Combustion Product (CCPs) Beneficial Reuse Project Proposal as a structural fill at the Woodford County Park. Currens explained that they would fill in the front area of the park with the coal by product to bring the area to an elevation that is equivalent to the surrounding vicinity. KU would excavate the soil at the site at a depth of two feet, deliver the by product to the Park, and grade the surface. The County would be obligated to provide the drainage pipe installation proposed by the Woodford County Road Engineer, construct a ground water runoff collection basin, and provide seeding and mulching at the end of the project. Tyrone Operations and Sr. Environmental Engineer Paul Puckett answered questions on the environmental issues.  Richard Pictor told the magistrates that the primary purpose of the area will be used for the youth football.

Treasurer’s Report 

Elaine Crawford reported for Treasurer Rebecca Wilson a checking account balance of $607,352.85 and $1,209,138.36 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,816,491.21 for the fiscal year to date10/20/2006. Crawford told the Fiscal Court that the Treasurer was going to have to cash in a CD since the quarterly payments and tax deposits are due.

Citizen’s Participation

Attorney T. Bruce Simpson, Jr., representing the applicants of the Zoning Map Amendment - Backer Farm LLC located at 2101 Lexington Road, addressed the Fiscal Court members. Simpson told the magistrates that he did not know that at the October 24, 2007 meeting the Fiscal Court was going to have any discussion on having a public hearing on the zoning request.  The apposing counsel did not give Simpson a copy of the letter sent to the County Attorney requesting the public hearing.  County Attorney Alan George responded that he did not copy the letter to the Fiscal Court, and they were not made aware of any of the particular complaints raised in the letter.  Simpson complained about having a new hearing limited to traffic study. Simpson requested that the Fiscal Court members reconsider their decision made at the meeting on October 10, 2006 to have public hearing limited to new traffic information only.  He requested that the Fiscal Court adopt one of the other options - have a brand new hearing on everything, to not have a hearing at all and make a decision based on the record,  or allow the attorneys to make brief summary statements relative to what the hearing evidence was at the Planning Commission.  Simpson asked that the Fiscal Court limit their review to the record.  Simpson’s other request was for the Fiscal Court to enter into the record the written transcription of the October 10, 2006 minutes.  The Fiscal Court Secretary agreed to review the transcription for the next meeting.  Attorney Hank Graddy replied that on August 10, 2006, the last night of the Planning Commission’s public hearing, Simpson introduced a new traffic study, the data behind his expert’s conclusions.  Graddy asked the Fiscal Court for the opportunity to reply to that data.

A motion was made by McDannold and second by Alcoke to approve the zone change request of Ambrose Jones – Delaney Way Units I & II - with our own findings of fact based upon the record developed by the Planning Commission.

The Fiscal Court has previously approved Mr. Jones’ request to create a 15 unit rural Residential development of his property on Delaney Ferry Road.


Mr. Jones has asked to move one of those lots from an area which is not very suitable for building a home because it will require an excessive amount of fill to build a home to another area which is very suitable for building.


To make this move, Mr. Jones has asked that Lot 12 of his rural residential development be rezoned to agriculture and a new lot of the same size be rezoned from agriculture to rural residential.


Mr. Jones is not asking us to increase the number of lots or increase the size of any lots, just to move one lot within the development.


The relocation of the residential lot as requested by Mr. Jones is appropriate to avoid the excessive fill required to construct a residence on the existing residential lot which is discouraged by Guideline 2 of the Guidelines for the Rural District.


The Proposed zone change is in agreement with the Comprehensive Plan and the boundaries of the new residential lot satisfy the requirements for Rural Residential lots under the Zoning Ordinance.
