APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of February 10, 2015.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

The court welcomed Catherine Green, a senior at Woodford County High school, who was attending the meeting through Woodford Leadership.

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 2/20/15, which showed a total cash amount of $2,442,716.26, less a bill list of $61,293.68, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $237,230.58, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,714,632.81. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that our downward trend in cash continues.  Payroll this period was up due to overtime for snow removal and we are still waiting on money from the sate and the previous County Clerk, which would bring the balance up to around $2 million.  However, that amount is still a little less than previous years. Various expenditures have increased over the year, while some revenues have gone down.  Treasurer Wilson is going to do a detailed review and have it available at the next fiscal court meeting.  
Maintenance Superintendent, David Long Received a list of surplus items from the County Clerk and asked the court’s permission to give to the Fiscal Court Clerk to go on record and be declared surplus.

Emergency Management Deputy, Drew Chandler Informed the court that both City mayors and Judge/Executive Coyle had declared local states of emergency for the winter storm that impacted the area the previous week.  By declaring a state of emergency, it allows the entities to recover costs associated with overtime, EMS, Road Department expenses, and possibly the deductible for the damage to the court house due to the roof leak.  In order to be reimbursed, the county and both cities have to reach a threshold of $89,000.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced that the tree pruning workshop that was originally scheduled for February 21, 2015 has been rescheduled for March 7, 2015 at the Jack Jouett House.  The Jack Jouett House experienced a few weather related problems due to the winter storm, but they have all been resolved.

Squire Finnell informed the court that the Everbridge Interlocal Agreement is ready to be signed once a few changes are made and asked the court for approval to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement between the County, City of Versailles, and City of Midway.

Discussion of Proposed Fireworks Ordinance

It was also decided to put the ordinance on the agenda for discussion on the March 24, 2015 fiscal court meeting and allow for public comment.
GOOD OF THE COUNTY

PROGRAM:  Greyson Vandegrift, Mayor of Midway, addressed the court to discuss the possibility of having an ambulance station in Midway.  Mayor Vandegrift voiced concern about the time it takes for an ambulance to arrive in Midway.  Ambulance Director Hunter Shewmaker presented a handout that showed the response time for a 2/2/15 run to Midway along with run totals for the 40347 zip code from 2010-2014.  The suggestion was made to consider training one of Midway’s firefighters to perform EMT duties until an ambulance could arrive.  It was also suggested that a new building, when necessitated, could be built in an area that would serve not only the City of Midway, but the northern end of the county.  The court thanked Mayor Vandegrift for addressing the court and allowing for an open discussion regarding the matter.
ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
Squire Finnell – informed the court that the parking lot at Falling Springs needs to be resealed and is something we need to look at in the next budget.
