REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 In Treasurer Wilson’s absence, Clerk Jones reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,965,897.87, less the bill list of $136,558.27, less the additional bill list of $5,246.13, less payroll of $219,824.66, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $1,177,918.01.  
Prior to the fiscal court meeting, Treasurer Wilson informed Judge/Executive Coyle and County Attorney Alan George there have been people doing business for the county who have not  been registered to do business in the county and consequently, not paying occupational taxes.  Treasurer Wilson requested approval of the court for an order to be established thereby requiring that any business  that does work for the county would be required to verify they are registered to do business in the county and up to date on their filing requirements with Woodford County.  Additionally, no payments would be made to that business until it has been verified that business is properly registered and paying  occupational taxes as  required.

A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the request of Treasurer Wilson for an order to be established thereby requiring that any business doing work for the county would be required to verify they are registered to do business in the county and up to date on their filing requirements with Woodford County, and no payments would be made  to that business until that business is properly registered and paying occupational taxes as required.

Citizen’s Participation
Lillie Cox and Bessie Bain, Co-Chairs for the Woodford County Pride of the Counties Kentucky State Fair Exhibit volunteer workgroup, thanked the court for their support.  Ms. Cox expressed her appreciation to the members of the court who donated monetarily, attended planning meetings, and created the shirts  with the theme “Woodford County Champions.”  These shirts were worn promoting Woodford County in the exhibit and on the fairgrounds where 600,000 people could see them throughout the 11 days of the State Fair. OLD BUSINESS  

Discussion of the Fair Board’s Request.  Mary Lou Watkins, President of the Fair Board Association, appeared before the court to continue the discussion of the Fair Board’s request regarding the proposed lease and the aspects of the acreage included in this lease.  Based on the Kentucky Administrative Regulation (302 KAR 15:010. Administration; state aid to local fairs) distributed by Ms. Watkins, the Fair Board is required to comply as follows:  
(d) The Fair Board shall own the land or hold a long-term lease on the property twenty (20) years for capital construction and improvements or ten (10) years for non-permanent tangible items.  A copy of the deed or lease agreement shall be submitted.
As it was discussed in the previous fiscal court meetings, it is not statutorily possible for the fiscal court to grant a 20 year lease to the Woodford County Fair Association.  Consequently, Ms. Watkins proposed a termination of the existing lease with six (6) years remaining and requested the fiscal court enter into a new ten (10) year lease with the Woodford County Fair Association for 35.6 acres that is indicated by red lines on the map that was also distributed to the court.  This new lease would enable the Woodford County Fair Association to apply for a Kentucky Department of Agriculture Grant  for non-permanent tangible items such as bleachers or kitchen equipment in the concession building.  
County Attorney Alan George addressed the issue of the existing lease stating the acreage is approximately thirty (30) acres and how the existing description included in the current lease is not pertinent for the proposed lease containing 35.6 acres.  The new lease would require an accurate description of the property which would include approximately five (5) additional acres and would also include non-exclusive use language indicating this portion of the county park would be communal whereby the county would also have access to this 35.6 acres.  
7. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Larry Craig to terminate the current lease  between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the Woodford County Fair Association that was executed on September 1, 2006 and approve a ten (10) year lease between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the Woodford County Fair Association for approximately 35.6 acres of the county park which includes the portion of the county park land that is indicated by red lines and more particularly described in the legal description that is made a part of the lease.
