APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of September 10, 2013.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,251,679.92, less the bill list of $102,666.13, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,505,377.38. 

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith presented a request from Kentucky American Water Company to approve an encroachment permit to replace a water line by putting another line in the right of way that is adjacent to the existing water line.  This would be an 8” line for a length of 3,300 feet around the outside edge of Gaybourne Way with new connections to the houses, 30” below the existing ground line, and within 4’ of the edge of the road.  Discussion followed that resulted in a recommendation being made to request additional fire hydrants being placed at the beginning, the middle, and the end of this new water line.  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to approve the proposed encroachment permit from Kentucky American Water Company to replace a water line around the outside edge of Gaybourne Way as described above with the stipulation that an additional fire hydrant would be installed at the beginning, the middle, and the end of the plan.

 Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark announced that preparations are almost complete for Frontier Days at the Jack Jouett House.  On October 3rd and 4th, approximately 400 fourth graders from Huntertown, Northside, Simmons and Southside Elementary Schools as well as St. Leo and Woodford Christian School will attend.  The children will learn about Kentucky Long Hunters, everyday life for frontier children, frontier music, and Native American Life.  Additionally, the Woodford County Heritage Committee has donated $550 to defray the cost of the buses traveling to the Jack Jouett House.

Sheriff Wayne Wright informed the court the 2013 county tax bills go out in the mail on September 27th and the collection of taxes will commence on October 1st.  For informational purposes, Sheriff Wright announced that his office will be trading their .38 caliber pistol for .40 caliber auto pistols.  This transition will be paid for from the asset forfeitures funds.  
Versailles Police Chief, John Wilhoit announced that the Versailles City Council has recently passed the four year extension of the Police Contract with the Woodford County Fiscal Court with the terms to remain the same as the contract of 2004.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:
County Attorney Alan George – addressed a copy of the letter he received from Leonard K. Peters, Secretary of the Energy and Environment Cabinet.  Mr. Peters’ letter was sent to the attention of Senator Jared Carpenter of the Kentucky Senate whereby he referenced his cabinet’s legal research on the availability of eminent domain for the Bluegrass Pipeline project.  A legal opinion was not issued; however, the following conclusion was stated:  “the office came to the conclusion that the project cannot avail itself of the power of eminent domain based upon its review of the cited statutes and cases.”  This is an issue that will be the subject of future legislation at the next General Assembly.  
At the request of Mr. George, the fiscal court clerk, Sandy Jones, gave a brief synopsis of the latest issue that arose at a recent statewide meeting regarding the newly enacted alcohol regulations as a result of Senate Bill 13.  At the conclusion of Ms. Jones’ briefing, Mr. George offered a suggestion to the court to be considered, which would be timely since it is now necessary for all ordinances that pertain to alcohol to be amended to comply with the newly enacted alcohol legislation.  Due to the decreased amount of alcohol fees collected, in relation to the liability and amount of hours required to properly issue, maintain, and annually renew alcohol licenses, the consideration would be to delete the provisions in the present ordinances to eliminate any alcohol license fees being paid by the merchants/alcohol licensees.  This issue will be discussed at the subsequent fiscal court meeting at which time a history of the actual fees collected to date will be distributed to the court.
